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Introduction

· The Word of the Lord for 2011 will be a year of great change and transition within the Church. 

· Change and transition has already taken place in the spiritual realm and religious foundations have been shattered in 2010.

· In the coming year these changes will become visible within the Church in greater measure. We will see the Glory of God!

· There will need to be (3) shifts that need to take place and adapt into our lives in 2011.

1) A new alignment will take place within the church body & its gifts.
a) In the past few years we have seen the gifts in the ministry rise up.  The gifts of the Apostle and Prophet along with the Evangelist/Pastor.

b) A critical connection will develop in 2011 between Apostle, Prophet and the Evangelist/Pastor for a three-cord, Spirit-empowered harvest of souls. 
c) There will be a visible inclusiveness between these three gifts to prepare the Church for a supernatural harvest. 
i) Our connections are Apostle Fredrick KC Price and Prophet Mike Guetkneck.
2) Supernatural blessings will appear in the most unusual areas of life.
a) Many will make a great discovery in 2011 – in the midst of their failures God will show up to bless them in spite of these visible and obvious failures. 

b) There will be a revival of blessings in unlikely and unsuspecting places.  

i) It will compare to the story of the prodigal son and his return home. 

(NKJV) Luke 15 17 “But when he came to himself, he said, ‘How many of my father’s hired servants have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger! 18 I will arise and go to my father, and will say to him, “Father, I have sinned against heaven and before you, 19 and I am no longer worthy to be called your son. Make me like one of your hired servants.”’ 
20 “And he arose and came to his father. But when he was still a great way off, his father saw him and had compassion, and ran and fell on his neck and kissed him. 21 And the son said to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against heaven and in your sight, and am no longer worthy to be called your son.’ 
22 “But the father said to his servants, ‘Bring out the best robe and put it on him, and put a ring on his hand and sandals on his feet. 23 And bring the fatted calf here and kill it, and let us eat and be merry; 24 for this my son was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found.’ And they began to be merry. 25 “Now his older son was in the field. And as he came and drew near to the house, he heard music and dancing. 26 So he called one of the servants and asked what these things meant. 27 And he said to him, ‘Your brother has come, and because he has received him safe and sound, your father has killed the fatted calf.’ 28 “But he was angry and would not go in. Therefore his father came out and pleaded with him. 29 So he answered and said to his father, ‘Lo, these many years I have been serving you; I never transgressed your commandment at any time; and yet you never gave me a young goat, that I might make merry with my friends. 30 But as soon as this son of yours came, who has devoured your livelihood with harlots, you killed the fatted calf for him.’ 31 “And he said to him, ‘Son, you are always with me, and all that I have is yours. 32 It was right that we should make merry and be glad, for your brother was dead and is alive again, and was lost and is found.’”
ii) A prodigal blessing and feast is being planned and released for 2011.

c) When we stand in the middle of the debris fields of failure that many are experiencing, and when God comes unexpectedly with supernatural provision and blessing, that moment of mercy will produce a depth of humility, repentance and worship, which no successful faith-formula can ever provide. 
d) Our songs of repentance will over shadow our failures. Songs of blessing to God will release a deeper understanding of the mercy heart of God.  

i) This will cause a burning fire to serve Jesus with passion.
3) God will break the rules of religious productivity.
a) While reading an article about a counselor that was speaking to a church leader who was burned out. The counselor told the church leader to stop studying, stop having daily devotions, stop making plans and simply learn to rest in God's presence. 

b) None of these things the church leader was asked to stop doing were wrong. They are all part of a healthy Believer's life. The "spiritual disciplines" of his life had become the places from which he had tried to draw life. 

c) An orderly life had replaced Jesus as the Giver of Life. The church counselor wanted this leader to break the rules of religious productivity in order to come back to the simplicity of faith in Jesus. 

d) God is breaking man-made rules of productivity that tell us "doing more is holy." 

e) God desires that we lay down the deception of trying to prove our worth to God through religious duty. 

i) Productivity is the language of slaves. Inheritance is the language of God's children. 
f) In 2011 God will ask His people to move into the deeper revelation of friendship that Jesus promised His disciples. 

g) In John 15:9-17

i) Jesus told these newly defined friends that a master does not confide in slaves. 

ii) Slaves are not receivers of revelation – only friends are. 

iii) Slaves work from a list of duties provided by a slave master. 

iv) Each day the predictable drudgery of the slave's list produces a defeated heart in the slave. 

v) God wants His friends to hear His voice. Some have mentally moved back into the slave quarters of the past and now God is calling them back into friendship and into fresh daily revelation that comes from living in the dwelling place of His presence.
4) The Christian in 2011 will be like a lion. 

a) King of their domain.  This speaks of authority. Christians will walk in the authority of God like they have not been walking. 

b) We have the same authority that Jesus had on earth. We can do the same acts that He did. 

c) In John 14:12 the Lord says we will do even greater acts that He did.

5) God’s game plan for success in 2011.

a) All things must be in divine order, appointed by God and in alignment with His Word.

b) It is time for all of us to raise the bar in 2011, live Holy and become the men and women that God is calling us to be.  We must do things in order and according to the Word of God.

c) Please understand that the Devil and his demons are on assignment.  We must choose who we will serve…will it be money, fortune, fame, popularity, what appears to look good, power, or will we choose Jesus?

d) We might possess many things but the soul has an eternal resting place.  Only you and I can choose.

i) Things can never validate you; they are incentives from God that says well done.

e) Satan will try to use religion and occults to distract.

f) There is only one God who exist in 3 persons, God the Father, The Son and the Holy Spirit. Not Budda or Muhammad or anyone else.

g) The government, economy, president, no system has power over God. 

h) God gave us freedom for a reason and it was not to take Him out of the equation but to embrace Him. 

i) It is time for God’s people to turn back to Him, return to our 1st love.

(NKJV) Proverbs 3 4 And so find favor and high esteem In the sight of God and man.  5 Trust in the LORD with all your heart, And lean not on your own understanding; 6 In all your ways acknowledge Him, And He shall direct your paths.
j) God will direct our steps in 2011 if we allow Him to.

k) We must get it together.  Align yourself with the Word of God.  

l) God will prefect you and give you revelation.  

m) This will be a year of manifestation like never before and then the world will know who’s truly in control.
