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Introduction

· For the past month we have learned that God has given us seed and dominion.

· We use the seed and dominion to get our increase and favor.  

· People that are in covenant with God and entitled to the perks.  We must know what the perks ---blessings and promise of God are before we can receive them.

· Believers, covenant people have to be obedient to the Word of God, be doers of the Word and be ready or anticipate that God is going to use you to be a blessing.

· This morning, I want to study a few laws that will activate supernatural increase in our lives.

· Today, there is an attack on the economy; now, more than ever, Believers must know how to operate in the Kingdom of God's system.

· By choosing prosperity, developing in character, and working hard, you'll turn on the spiritual laws that govern prosperity and increase in your life.

· Let us look to the Word of God to find the answers to unlock the supernatural increase for our lives.

(NKJV) Joshua 1 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success.
A. The four R's that govern the laws of prosperity. 

1. The law of reward. 

a. Labor equals reward. 

i. When you work hard, you'll have plenty, because hard work demands a reward; however, worthless pursuits will result in poverty (Proverbs 28:19). 

ii. You can turn this law on by simply working hard. 

b. The laborer is worth his reward.

(NKJV) 1 Timothy 5 18 For the Scripture says, “You shall not muzzle an ox while it treads out the grain,” and, “The laborer is worthy of his wages.”
i. No work, no reward. 

ii. If a person won't work, they should not expect to eat.

(NKJV) 2 Thessalonians 3 10 For even when we were with you, we commanded you this: If anyone will not work, neither shall he eat.
2. The law of release. 

a. You must be willing to release for the increase.

(NKJV) Proverbs 11 24 There is one who scatters, yet increases more; And there is one who withholds more than is right, But it leads to poverty. 25 The generous soul will be made rich, And he who waters will also be watered himself.
i. Hoarding money will result in poverty. 

ii. Only what comes from you will come to you. 

3. The law of receiving. 

a. It's important to be a good receiver, as well as a good giver.

(NKJV) Luke 6 38 Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back to you.”
i. Jesus was a good receiver-He freely gave, and He freely received.

(NKJV) Luke 7 44 Then He turned to the woman and said to Simon, “Do you see this woman? I entered your house; you gave Me no water for My feet, but she has washed My feet with her tears and wiped them with the hair of her head. 45 You gave Me no kiss, but this woman has not ceased to kiss My feet since the time I came in. 46 You did not anoint My head with oil, but this woman has anointed My feet with fragrant oil.
b. The man by the gate called Beautiful expected to receive something (Acts 3:2-5). 

c. You've got to be in expectation of receiving. 

i. Those who expect to receive will receive. 

ii. Expectation is the breeding ground for miracles; without expectation you limit the hand of God. 

4. The law of reaping. 

a. You have to sow in order to reap. 

i. The more seed you sow, the larger your harvest will be. 

ii. When you sow sparingly, you will reap sparingly (2 Corinthians 9:6, 7, 10). 

b. You won't reap if you allow your circumstances to determine whether you sow.

(NKJV) Ecclesiastes 11 4 He who observes the wind will not sow, And he who regards the clouds will not reap. 5 As you do not know what is the way of the wind, Or how the bones grow in the womb of her who is with child, So you do not know the works of God who makes everything. 6 In the morning sow your seed, And in the evening do not withhold your hand; For you do not know which will prosper, Either this or that, Or whether both alike will be good.  

i. Sow in all circumstances (Ecclesiastes 11:6). 

ii. Don't be deceived; if you sow, you will reap.

(NKJV) Galatians 6 6 Let him who is taught the word share in all good things with him who teaches. 7 Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he will also reap.

Conclusion

· The law of reward.  Do and receive.  Put your hands to plow and receive.
· The law of release.  God places seed in your hand, release it back to him and watch for the harvest.  

· When you place things back into God’s hand, that when you will see him put the super on the natural.

· The law of receiving.  Open your hands and place your palms up.  Get ready to receive what you release to God.  Kids, money, time, etc.  It will come back multiplied 30 fold, 60 fold, 100-fold increase.

· The law of reaping. You cannot reap if you don’t sow. Sow at all times.  God wants to prove Himself.  Get ready to reap the harvest from the reward that you sowed.     Let us pray.
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
