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Introduction

· This morning I want to help unlock some things that have been untouchable to reach in our lives.  I want to help you reach your full potential in Christ Jesus this morning.

· Many times, we see things going wrong in our lives, and we fail to deal with the root issues that are causing the problem. 

· The outward results we see can be compared to fruit on a tree; however, unless the root is dealt with, things will not work properly. 

· The blessings will not flow as God intended.

· Walking in love and honoring God are root issues that can affect our outcomes in life. 

· A lack of affection toward God, along with ungratefulness, can actually be the reason we are experiencing lack. 

· Let us look and see what the Word of God has to say about an attitude of affection towards God.

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 28 47 “Because you did not serve the LORD your God with joy and gladness of heart, for the abundance of everything, 48 therefore you shall serve your enemies, whom the LORD will send against you, in hunger, in thirst, in nakedness, and in need of everything; and He will put a yoke of iron on your neck until He has destroyed you.

1) God’s provisions are blocked in our lives when we serve God with an ungrateful attitude. 
a) Shout…I have to check my attitude towards God.
b) An attitude of affection toward God will determine our success. 
c) The term “Affection” is a delightful commitment to serve Him out of love. 
i) We love Him because of who He is in our life!  The Source of our blessing and life.
ii) We cannot continue to look at serving God as a burden and expect His blessings.
iii) A bad attitude toward God blocks His power.
d) We need the power of God because it removes burdens and destroys yokes.
(NKJV) Isaiah 10 27 It shall come to pass in that day That his burden will be taken away from your shoulder, And his yoke from your neck, And the yoke will be destroyed because of the anointing oil.

i) Do you see serving God as a burden? Do you see serving in the church as a burden?  
ii) Repent and ask Him to help you adjust your attitude; your change of attitude will change the way you feel about serving Him. 
2) The will of God is to give thanks in everything.
(NKJV) 1 Thessalonians 5 18 in everything give thanks; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.

a) Shout…The will of God for me is to give thanks in everything.
b) Thank God even in the midst of troubling circumstances and situations. 
i) Thanksgiving changes your attitude toward God and expands your capacity to receive from Him. 
ii) Thanksgiving opens God to bless you.  (Lets give a thanksgiving praise)
iii) Reflect on what He has already done in your life and begin to thank Him for those things. 
c) Train yourself to be thankful; refuse to murmur and complain. 
d) Get an attitude of affection towards God. 
3) Your attitude toward giving is connected to your attitude of affection towards God.
(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 9 6 But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. 7 So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver.

a) Let everyone give as he or she has purposed in their hearts to give. 
i) The condition of your heart (in your giving) will determine your harvest. 
ii) God delights in us when we give cheerfully. 
b) Whenever you realize you are giving grudgingly, ask Him to give you the desire to want to give.
c) Anything we do for God, we must do it with affection for Him, not as a tradition or religious act.  
d) This morning we must look at the root cause of our lack and delayed blessings.
e) What are we purposing in our heart. Do we really honor God will all that we have.
f) What we sow is what we reap. It is a heart issue.
