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 Introduction

· For the past two weeks we have looked at our attitude of affection towards God.

· Everyday we must take the time to adjust our attitude of affection towards God.  We do this by spending time in the Word.

· We must be willing and obedient in order to position ourselves to reap the blessings of God.

· ALWAYS…Mean what you say.  Make sure it lines up with the Word of God.  Just don’t say things because of traditions or religion.

· Check your relationship with others.  Get them in alignment with God’s Word. Make sure your heart is pure…Flush it with the Word.

· At times, we may find ourselves serving God with a religious or self-centered mind-set. We need to stop and rethink what we are doing.

· It is our sincere affection for Him that pleases Him. When we do anything for God, we should be sure we are not doing it for selfish or religious reasons. 

· God wants our affection for Him to be authentic!(Real)

· Let us see what the Word has to say about our affections toward God.

(NKJV) 1 Kings 3 3 And Solomon loved the LORD, walking in the statutes of his father David, except that he sacrificed and burned incense at the high places. 4 Now the king went to Gibeon to sacrifice there, for that was the great high place: Solomon offered a thousand burnt offerings on that altar. 5 At Gibeon the LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night; and God said, “Ask! What shall I give you?”  
1) Solomon loved God so much that He gave valuable sacrifices to honor Him. 

a) Shout…Jesus; help me to love like Solomon.
b) After he sacrificed a thousand burnt offerings, God appeared to Solomon in a dream (1 Kings 3:3).  
c) Has God shown up in any of your dreams lately?     
i) It sparks God’s interest every time His children show Him genuine affection, especially when we sacrifice our most prized possessions.  

ii) We see that David and Solomon’s affection for God was authentic.

iii) Affection: Love, fondness, warmth, friendliness and care. Solomon has these characteristics towards God.

iv) God is elated when His children show Him affection.

(1) Give example of your children obedience & love – how you feel.

d) Solomon’s father, David, also demonstrated His love for God by setting his affection on the house of God.
(NKJV) 1 Chronicles 29 2 Now for the house of my God I have prepared with all my might: gold for things to be made of gold, silver for things of silver, bronze for things of bronze, iron for things of iron, wood for things of wood, onyx stones, stones to be set, glistening stones of various colors, all kinds of precious stones, and marble slabs in abundance. 3 Moreover, because I have set my affection on the house of my God, I have given to the house of my God, over and above all that I have prepared for the holy house, my own special treasure of gold and silver:
i) David went above and beyond to provide gold, silver, precious stones, and other valuables for the house of God. 

(1) David was a man after God’s heart.  We should be the same way.

ii) Our affection moves us to give generously. (Time, talent & finances)

iii) Our affection should be on the Kingdom of God.  We need to be single focused on His plan and His purpose for our live.

(1) We must die to self!

e) David and Solomon are just a couple examples of those who had true affection towards God.  We need to place our name in the group as well. We can do this by being doers of the Word.
2) If we don’t love God, then all we do profits me nothing.

(AMP) 1 Corinthians 13 3Even if I dole out all that I have [to the poor in providing] food, and if I surrender my body to be burned or in order that I may glory, but have not love (God's love in me), I gain nothing.
a) Shout…God, today I sell out for you.  All that I am and all that I have, I give you control this moment.  I love you.
b) We will not profit by serving God or giving to Him out of a sense of religious obligation.
i) We must serve God with the right motive, and with a sincere heart.

(1) Our motive should be love.

ii) Trying to work biblical principles (to get things) without affection leads to a lifetime of frustration.   

(1) Many Christians live a frustrated life because the heart is not motivated by His love.

iii) In everything we do, our attitude should be to seek Him first, knowing He will give us the things we need.

(NKJV) Matthew 6 32 For after all these things the Gentiles seek. For your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. 33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.
c) God must be first.  He is our source.  When our affections are on God, all things are added to us.
d) God has left nothing out for the believer.  Believe the Word of God today!
Conclusion

· This morning, what is valuable to you?  Gold, silver, money, home, family?  Or is your relationship with God the most valuable thing to you?

· Solomon gave of all this possessions because he loved God.  He followed after his dad David. His love for God was authentic.
· Our hearts must be pure towards God.  Our root system must be firm in the Word of God.
· Our attitude of affection towards God should be second nature to us.  

· When we place God first and show him our love and honor, we will lack no good thing.

· Today, we must check our attitude.  Is it on track with the Word of God?  Are there areas we must change?  Do we do what we do for God out of love or just obligation?  There is a huge difference.
· We will not profit by serving God or giving to Him out of a sense of religious obligation.

· Shout…Jesus help me to stay focused on your Word. Let my attitude of affection be pleasing towards you. Holy Spirit lead me, direct me, have your way with me. I seek after you and all will be added to me.  I will not lack!  I will not fail! I am blessed and on top.  I am righteousness of Christ Jesus.  Amen.
