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Introduction

· This morning I want us take a moment and consider what we have been speaking.  Are we speaking faith, life, death, hope, peace, joy, despair, hatred, kindness, etc? 

· We can literally talk our way into victory or defeat. 

· The manifestation of our faith is based upon the words we speak.

· Everything that happens in your life is a result of words; spoken before us by family, friends, mother and father.  It is a combination of the word we have spoken and believed about ourselves or life in general.

· Evaluate your words, especially what you say in “non-religious” settings, and train yourself to speak only what you believe. 

· In order for our faith to manifest, we must create the environment we want to live in by speaking it in.

· This morning we will look at the Word of God as it relates to the creative power we possess in our words.

(NKJV) Mark 11 12 Now the next day, when they had come out from Bethany, He was hungry. 13 And seeing from afar a fig tree having leaves, He went to see if perhaps He would find something on it. When He came to it, He found nothing but leaves, for it was not the season for figs. 14 In response Jesus said to it, “Let no one eat fruit from you ever again.” And His disciples heard it. 15 So they came to Jerusalem. Then Jesus went into the temple and began to drive out those who bought and sold in the temple, and overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those who sold doves. 16 And He would not allow anyone to carry wares through the temple. 17 Then He taught, saying to them, “Is it not written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer for all nations’? But you have made it a ‘den of thieves.’” 18 And the scribes and chief priests heard it and sought how they might destroy Him; for they feared Him, because all the people were astonished at His teaching. 19 When evening had come, He went out of the city. 20 Now in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots. 21 And Peter, remembering, said to Him, “Rabbi, look! The fig tree which You cursed has withered away.” 22 So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God. 23 For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.
1) The words you hear and speak makeup the life you have today. 

a) Shout…I have power in the words I speak.

b) Shout… The life I live today is based upon the words I have spoken.

(NKJV) Proverbs 10 19 In the multitude of words sin is not lacking, But he who restrains his lips is wise.
c) By controlling our tongue, it positions us to enjoy life and see good days.

(NKJV) 1 Peter 3 10 For “He who would love life And see good days, Let him refrain his tongue from evil, And his lips from speaking deceit.
d) We talked a week ago that your mouth is an entrance into your heart. 

i) We must guard our mouth.

(NKJV) Psalm 141 3 Set a guard, O LORD, over my mouth; Keep watch over the door of my lips. 

(NKJV) Proverbs 21 23 Whoever guards his mouth and tongue Keeps his soul from troubles.
e) The words we speak manifest in our life. Your soul and body are impacted by right words.

(NKJV) Proverbs 16 24 Pleasant words are like a honeycomb, Sweetness to the soul and health to the bones.
i) Right words will cause your body and soul to line up with the Word. 

ii) The words of your mouth will bring joy.

(NKJV) Proverbs 15 23 A man has joy by the answer of his mouth, And a word spoken in due season, how good it is!
iii) When you words are not right, they will break down your spirit and destroy your faith.

(NKJV) Proverbs 15 4 A wholesome tongue is a tree of life, But perverseness in it breaks the spirit.
2) Most things that happen in our lives are the results of words. 

a) Shout… I make a declaration with my words. 

b) God has granted you the ability to ask Him anything and He will do it!

(NKJV) John 14 12 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. 13 And whatever you ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. 14 If you ask anything in My name, I will do it. 15 “If you love Me, keep My commandments.
c) It's your confession that brings your salvation to pass.  Romans 10:10 
d) We are justified or condemned by the words we speak.

(NKJV) Matthew 12 36 But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give account of it in the day of judgment.
e) Your words can trap and ensnare you.

(NKJV) Proverbs 6  2 You are snared by the words of your mouth; You are taken by the words of your mouth.
3) Evaluate every word that you speak, only speak what you believe. 

a) Because Jesus trained Himself to only speak what He believed, He was able to see immediate manifestation from His Words.
b) Shout… I must speak faith filled Words.
c) Do you believe everything you say? Do you speak just to hear yourself? 

d) As Believers, we will not see immediate manifestation of the Word, until we start consistently believing what we say.

i) What you speak from the Word is nullified when you make a habit of speaking words you don't believe. They cancel each other out.

e) Train your heart for immediate manifestation by speaking only what you believe. 

i) Avoid deceiving your heart by speaking words you don't believe. 

f) Evaluate what you say. 

Conclusion

· You have creative power in the words you speak.

· Speak only the Word of God.  

· Watch what you say, do you believe what you are speaking and does it line up with the Bible.

· The words we hear and speak makeup the life we live.

· Most things that happen in life is a result of the words.

· Evaluate every word that you speak, only speak what you believe.
· Faith can manifest when speak the end result.  God wants to manifest Himself in your life, but the words we speak nullify His ability to release it in the here and now.
