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Introduction

· Last week we began to discuss dominion and seed, the two gifts from God.  We learned that everything starts with the seed and all seed will produce after its kind.  

· Apple seed – apple tree

· Corn seed – stalks of corn

· Money seed – more money- increase

· We looked at how God always gives us the increase.  We must plant our seed in the right season to get the proper harvest.

· God made a covenant with the sower, He provides us with seed.

· You cannot experience increase without seed.

· Those who are born-again are born-again by incorruptible seed.

· The Word of God is the incorruptible seed that you must sow in your heart in order to experience increase in your life. When you plant the Word in your heart and give what you're expecting to receive from God, you activate a spiritual principle that brings the same back to you. 

· Your increase depends upon your giving.

· Let us continue this week in the Word of God as it relates to dominion and seed.

(NKJV) Psalm 115  9 O Israel, trust in the LORD; He is their help and their shield. 10 O house of Aaron, trust in the LORD; He is their help and their shield. 11 You who fear the LORD, trust in the LORD; He is their help and their shield.12 The LORD has been mindful of us; He will bless us; He will bless the house of Israel; He will bless the house of Aaron. 13 He will bless those who fear the LORD, Both small and great. 14 May the LORD give you increase more and more, You and your children. 15 May you be blessed by the LORD, Who made heaven and earth.
A. Increase is a part of God's covenant. 

1. Shout… God's covenant is a covenant of increase. 

a. God will increase you and your children. 

2. God is calling His covenant people to trust in their covenant with Him.

3. God promises to bless those that trust and honor Him. 

(NKJV) Genesis 12 1 Now the LORD had said to Abram: “Get out of your country, From your family And from your father’s house, To a land that I will show you. 2 I will make you a great nation; I will bless you And make your name great; And you shall be a blessing. 3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 

4. God wanted to increase Abraham until all families of the Earth were blessed. 

a. God blesses you so you can be a blessing to other people. 

5. You are blessed with an abundant increase of favor. 

B. God has given us dominion and seed.
(NKJV) Genesis 1 26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them. 28 Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.” 29 And God said, “See, I have given you every herb that yields seed which is on the face of all the earth, and every tree whose fruit yields seed; to you it shall be for food.
1. Shout… God created man in His image. 

2. God blessed man and commanded him to be fruitful, to multiply, and replenish the Earth. 

3. God has given you dominion, or authority. 

a. You have authority and dominion over the Earth. 

b. You have dominion over debt and lack. 

4. God's Word is the gateway to increase. 

5. Shout… Increase is good.

(NKJV) Psalm 85 12 Yes, the LORD will give what is good; And our land will yield its increase.
6. All things were made by the Word of God. (John 1:1-3). 

7. The Word of God will always get the job done. 

C. To bring a harvest into your life, always use the law of seedtime and harvest. 

1. After sowing the Word in your heart, you must also have corresponding natural action to water the seed of God's Word. 

a. Key to unlock the harvest. If you need money, you must meditate on the promises of God where finances are concerned, and give money. 

2. Whatever you give will be given back to you.

(NKJV) Luke 6 38 Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over will be put into your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it will be measured back to you.”
3. God loves a cheerful giver. 

a. Giving not only involves money. 

4. Activate the principle of giving "it." 

5. When you're a giver, God will cause you to abound, or overflow, in everything you do; you will have no lack in your life. 

a. God will multiply your resources for giving. 

b. God wants to generously bless you so you can generously bless someone else. 

6. You will always reap what you sow.

(NKJV) Galatians 6 7 Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he will also reap. 8 For he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap corruption, but he who sows to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life. 9 And let us not grow weary while doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose heart.
a. Know that due season always comes.

7. If you want to see multiplication in your life, you've got to give God something to work with.

(NKJV) John 6 9 “There is a lad here who has five barley loaves and two small fish, but what are they among so many?” 10 Then Jesus said, “Make the people sit down.” Now there was much grass in the place. So the men sat down, in number about five thousand. 11 And Jesus took the loaves, and when He had given thanks He distributed them to the disciples, and the disciples to those sitting down; and likewise of the fish, as much as they wanted. 12 So when they were filled, He said to His disciples, “Gather up the fragments that remain, so that nothing is lost.” 13 Therefore they gathered them up, and filled twelve baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves which were left over by those who had eaten. 14 Then those men, when they had seen the sign that Jesus did, said, “This is truly the Prophet who is to come into the world.”
a. Anything times zero always equals zero.
