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Introduction

· This week I want us to continue to seek after God’s Greatness.  Did you get of glimpse of God’s Greatness during this past week?

· I know that none of us are afraid of losing what we have because it is all God’s anyway. Amen.

· Last week, the Holy Spirit began to birth something in my spirit.  That our thinking has been too small.  We have placed God in a box or we have limited Him only to the possible.

· This week, I want us to dig into the Word as it relates to your dreams.

· In order for us to see God’s Greatness in 2008, we must never stop dreaming.

· God has placed a dream inside of you and He will show you what steps to take to make it a reality. 
· Never allow anyone to steal your dreams. 
· What you see is subject to change, but the Word of God is eternal. We must stand on the Word and God will bring your dreams to pass. 
· Let us look at the Word of God this morning!

(NKJV) Joel 2  28 “ And it shall come to pass afterward That I will pour out My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your old men shall dream dreams, Your young men shall see visions.  
(NKJV) Acts 2 17 ‘ And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, Your old men shall dream dreams.
1. Visions & Dreams – God Promises Them to The Old & The Young. 
A. God has placed a dream in everyone’s heart. 

B. A dream is a hope, a longing or an aspiration God has placed in your heart. 

i. Your dream is the thing you see yourself doing. 
ii. This morning, what do you see yourself doing?
C. If you stop dreaming, you stop living. Don’t give up on your dreams they are instilled in you by God.
D. You will be able to accomplish anything you imagine to do. 

(NKJV) Genesis 11 6 And the LORD said, “Indeed the people are one and they all have one language, and this is what they begin to do; now nothing that they propose to do will be withheld from them.
E. View your dream as a blueprint in your heart of what will come into manifestation. 
2. Put Your Dreams Into Action! 

A. Construct a plan to bring your dream to pass.
i. In order to get the plan, you must spend time in the Word; meditate on the scriptures, prayer, fasting and alone time with God to hear what He is saying. 

B. Ask God for wisdom on what steps to take. 

i. He will show you what to do to initiate the process.
C. A righteous mans steps are ordered of God.  

i. Take the 1st step.  Put the Word into action!

ii. Trust God that He will make your steps clear.  Tune into the Holy Spirit, He is your guide.

D. Don’t limit God on how He is going to fulfill your dream.  You will be totally surprised on how He does it.
3. Look Out For The Dream Killers. 
(NKJV) Genesis 37 5 Now Joseph had a dream, and he told it to his brothers; and they hated him even more. 6 So he said to them, “Please hear this dream which I have dreamed: 7 There we were, binding sheaves in the field. Then behold, my sheaf arose and also stood upright; and indeed your sheaves stood all around and bowed down to my sheaf.” 8 And his brothers said to him, “Shall you indeed reign over us? Or shall you indeed have dominion over us?” So they hated him even more for his dreams and for his words.
A. Recognize that when you have a dream in your heart, other people may become jealous or try to stop it from coming to pass.
B. No one can stop you when you trust God to bring your dream to pass. 

C. Afflictions will come, but allow them to work for you.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 4 17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory, 18 while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.
D. Situations and circumstances are temporary, but the Word of God is eternal. 

E. Dreams exist so they can be given birth to. 

i. Nourish what is on the inside of you. 

ii. Keep the image of what you see yourself doing alive inside of you, and never stop dreaming.
F. Don’t loose heart as God is bringing it to pass.  

G. Don’t limit God.  Expand your thinking.  Focus on the Word.  Look for God to do the impossible.

Conclusion

· God promised dreams and visions to the old and the young.

· Put the Word into action and make the 1st step in your dreams. Put action to your dreams!
· Don’t look to the right or the left, look straight to God.  He is the one who has make your steps right.  

· Spend time in the Word and meditate on the scriptures.  Listen to the Holy Spirit and obey.
· Take your limits off God.  He will help you accomplish your dreams, but it will be in ways that you will never expect.  He will shine His Greatness off.
