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Introduction

· This week I want to continue with our faith walk.

· We said that if we focus on God’s Word we can have what it says.

· If we want to walk on the mountaintops, it is imperative that we know how to walk by faith. 

· We must learn to live our lives according to the Word of God, which is our final authority. 

· Whenever we face a challenge, we must turn to the Word first.

· The Word is the faith builder.  More Word, the stronger your faith becomes.

· Lets see what the Word of God has to say about faith, the power connection.

(NKJV) Hebrews 11 6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. 

1) Without faith it is impossible to please God. 

a) Shout…Faith grows out of God’s Word. 

b) God is not a respecter of persons; He is a respecter of faith. 

c) How do we get faith? Take your mustard seed of faith …

i) Believe God exists. 

ii) We must constantly seek Him. 

iii) Walking by faith means to be: 

(1) Speaking faith-filled words. 

(2) Hearing, believing, and obeying the Word. 

2) Healing is received by faith.
a) Shout…Healing is received by faith.

b) You have to first see yourself healed and whole. Receive and the manifestation will follow,

c) Jesus commanded Christians to go into the entire world and preach the Gospel.

(NKJV) Mark 16 15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16 He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned. 17 And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18 they will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” 

d) The Word is the power of God that brings deliverance, safety, preservation, healing, soundness, and prosperity.
3) How do we develop our faith enough to handle more spiritual “weight”? 

a) Shout…My faith is arising.  My faith is growing in power. 

b) We do what is necessary in the natural realm, while developing our faith. 

i) Finding a scripture to match a situation is just the beginning of the process. 

ii) It takes time to develop faith.

c) Let us compare the planting of the Word in our hearts to the planting of corn seed.

(NKJV) Mark 4 26 And He said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground, 27 and should sleep by night and rise by day, and the seed should sprout and grow, he himself does not know how. 28 For the earth yields crops by itself: first the blade, then the head, after that the full grain in the head. 29 But when the grain ripens, immediately he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.”
i) The process works by the Law of Progression. 

ii) Receiving the harvest is a process that cannot be stopped. (Good or bad)

iii) The harvest must not be uprooted too soon. 

iv) We must be able to recognize our full harvest. 

v) Uprooting our harvest before it has a chance to fully grow and develop will leave us with nothing. 

vi) Do not eat the beginnings of the harvest; keep nourishing the seed. 

vii) Do not mistake the beginnings of your harvest for the full manifestation. 

viii) Continue to speak and praise God for what you believe you have received. 

d) (Example) When the ten lepers received their healing from Jesus, they did not allow the process to run its course. They ignored Jesus’ complete instructions once they saw some results.

(NKJV) Luke 17 11 Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem that He passed through the midst of Samaria and Galilee. 12 Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him ten men who were lepers, who stood afar off. 13 And they lifted up their voices and said, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us!” 14 So when He saw them, He said to them, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.” And so it was that as they went, they were cleansed. 15 And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice glorified God, 16 and fell down on his face at His feet, giving Him thanks. And he was a Samaritan. 17 So Jesus answered and said, “Were there not ten cleansed? But where are the nine? 18 Were there not any found who returned to give glory to God except this foreigner?” 19 And He said to him, “Arise, go your way. Your faith has made you well.”
i) These men failed to receive full restoration because they did not fully obey what Jesus told them to do. 

ii) One leper did obey; he came back and thanked Jesus. 

iii) This man received total restoration.

4) Some people hear the Word and get results, while others hear the same Word and have no results. 

(NKJV) Hebrews 4 2 For indeed the gospel was preached to us as well as to them; but the word which they heard did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in those who heard it.
a) This happens because some people mix the Word with faith and some do not.  

i) Our tongue is the “mixer”; when we hear the Word, we must agree with it and confess it. 

ii) Mixing of the Word is being a hearer and a doer.

(NKJV) Matthew 17 20 So Jesus said to them, “Because of your unbelief; for assuredly, I say to you, if you have faith as a mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,’ and it will move; and nothing will be impossible for you.

iii) Jesus said if you have faith, you will say what you believe

Conclusion

· Shout…My faith is arising.  The more Word I receive, the greater my faith becomes.

· Without faith I can’t please God.  I want to be a God pleaser.

· My healing is received by faith.

· Developing my faith takes time and patience.

· The process works by the Law of Progression. The blade, the head and the full head of grain.
· Obedience to the Word of God will increase my faith and it will become more powerful.
· When we mix our faith with the Word we get results.

· Our tongue is the “mixer”; when we hear the Word, we must agree with it and confess it. 

· Mixing of the Word is being a hearer and a doer.
· Shout…Jesus my faith is arising.  The Word of God is increasing in me daily.  I am a doer of the Word.  Faith comes by hearing and hearing from the Word of God.  My ears are open to hear you today.  My spirit man is in receive mode.  I will be obedient to your Word. I will mix my faith with the Word.  I will speak the results I am believing for in my life.
