He Has Risen! He’s Alive

April 4, 2010
Introduction:


· Last week we discussed what was nailed to the cross on our behalf. This week, we have arrived to Celebrate Jesus.  Resurrection Sunday…He has Risen, He’s Alive. (Give the Lord some Praise)

· We discussed what Jesus nailed to the cross.

· Jesus nailed sin, fear, death, the curse, defeat, faults, and failures to the cross.  The devils authority and dominion was nailed to the cross. Separation and isolation was nailed to the cross. 

· We know that only the blood of Jesus has the power for atonement, to redeem, to justify, to cleanse and to sanctify us. There is wonder working power in the blood of Jesus.
· This morning’s celebration, Easter means the promise of life after death! It means hope of a better life. It means joy. It means peace.

· The resurrection of Jesus is the basis of our faith. 

· If Jesus didn’t rise from the dead then we’re just wasting our time here every Sunday. 

· The words, “He is not here, but He is risen”, changed the course of history! And it continues to do so. Let us take a look at why the resurrection is so important to us. 

· Only Jesus has risen from the dead and destroyed sin.

· Mohammed didn’t get up!, Confucius didn’t get up!

· Buddha didn’t get up!, Joseph Smith didn’t get up!

· Jim Jones didn’t get up!, David Koresh didn’t get up!

· But Jesus is Alive! He’s Alive! He Got Up!

· Why was the stone rolled away?  The stone was not rolled away for Jesus to come out. The stone was rolled away so that we could look in and see the miracle. 

· It was rolled away so that the empty tomb could be visible to all. The empty tomb is the greatest evidence of the resurrection of Jesus. 

· Many have tried to explain it away, and they have not been able to. The empty tomb still stands, as evidence to all that Jesus is not dead. He is alive today. (Shout some praises this morning)

· Easter means victory. Victory over death, hell and the grave. Jesus set us up to win in battle every time.


(AMP) 1 Corinthians 15 3For I passed on to you first of all what I also had received, that Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed One) died for our sins in accordance with [what] the Scriptures [foretold], 4That He was buried, that He arose on the third day as the Scriptures foretold, 5And [also] that He appeared to Cephas (Peter), then to the Twelve. 6Then later He showed Himself to more than five hundred brethren at one time, the majority of whom are still alive, but some have fallen asleep [in death]. 7Afterward He was seen by James, then by all the apostles (the special messengers), 8And last of all He appeared to me also, as to one prematurely and born dead [no better than an unperfected fetus among living men].
(NKJV) 1 Corinthians 15 42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in corruption, it is raised in incorruption. 43 It is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in power. 44 It is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body.
1) We Have The Victory Over Death


a) Shout… I have the victory over death.
b) Shout… Death, hell and grave could not hold Him down.  It can’t hold me down either.
c) In verse 42 Paul says we are sown perishable. But because of the resurrection we are raised imperishable, immune to decay, immortal. 
d) We are born into this life as perishable beings. But because of the resurrection we have eternal life. From the moment you receive Jesus Christ into your life, you have victory over death. 
(NKJV) Luke 24 1 Now on the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they, and certain other women with them, came to the tomb bringing the spices which they had prepared. 2 But they found the stone rolled away from the tomb. 3 Then they went in and did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. 4 And it happened, as they were greatly perplexed about this, that behold, two men stood by them in shining garments. 5 Then, as they were afraid and bowed their faces to the earth, they said to them, “Why do you seek the living among the dead? 6 He is not here, but is risen! Remember how He spoke to you when He was still in Galilee, 7 saying, ‘The Son of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third day rise again.’”
e) We become imperishable. In the resurrection account the angel said to the women at the empty tomb, "Why do you seek the living among the dead?" They did not understand, but they soon would. When they realized what he meant they no longer spend their lives fascinated with death. They spent the rest of their lives fascinated with life.
f) In Christ, the greatest and the lowliest have the assurance that death is no longer victor because of the resurrection of Christ.
2) We Have The Victory Over Sins Dominion


a) Shout…I have the victory over sins dominion.

b) We are born in sin, but because of the resurrection we are raised in the glory of the father. Jesus’ blood washed us and made us spotless.

c) We are sown in weakness but through the resurrection of Jesus we are raised in power. We are born weak, with no power to resist sin and temptation, but because of the resurrection of Jesus, the power of sin over our lives was broken. (Flex your spiritual muscle)

d) Do you know what that means? It means that because of the resurrection of Jesus we have power over sin. Power over temptation. Power over lust of the flesh. Power over drugs and alcohol. Power over broken relationships. Power over financial bondage. Power over every circumstance in life. All power is given to us through the resurrection of Jesus. Since the power of God was able to raise Jesus from the dead, how much more can that same power enable us to live extraordinary lives?

3) The Resurrection Demonstrates the Power to Make a Comeback.


a) Shout…I possess the power for a comeback.

b) God is the God of the second chance. He can turn things around when they seem hopeless. 

c) Separated from his father Jesus cried: My God, My God why have you forsaken me. But God is the God of the second chance. He forsakes us not and what seemed so hopeless that Friday afternoon was to become the greatest comeback on Sunday morning.

d) Let me tell you that no matter how far you have strayed from God. No matter how long you have been on that wayward path, on that broad road, it is not too late. Because of Christ’s resurrection you can reach up from where you are today and take the hand that is reaching out to you, and you can make a comeback.

4) The Resurrection Demonstrates the Reach of God’s Redemption.


a) Tap you neighbor and say...Neighbor, you are not out of the reach of God’s redemption.

b) Shout… I have been redeemed, bought back with a great price.

c) Paul writes in vv. 7-8. “Then He appeared to James, then all the apostles and last to one prematurely and born dead. In the Greek the phrase "one prematurely born" is one word which means literally to be "Snatched" from the womb as in a cesarean section, or an abortion. 

i) You see Paul had nothing to be proud of—he persecuted the Christians—he says I am least of the apostles—it was only by the grace of God that I am what I am. He was snatched out of the depths of his sinfulness.

d) Paul is saying that no matter how unworthy we are, no matter how undeserving of His grace, when we come to Jesus confessing our sins and inviting Him into our lives, He reaches down to wherever we might be and lifts us into His everlasting arms.

e) Psalm 119 tells us that there is never a mountain to high, never a sea too deep, never a place too far that God cannot reach us.

f) God should have given us the blast of judgment. But instead he offers the blessing of redemption.

Conclusion

· Hallelujah, He Has Risen!  He’s Alive. The empty tomb is just a reminder of who we serve…. An Awesome God.
· As we celebrate Easter in 2010, let us focus our life on the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  Let’s act in the power that God has given us as born again believers.
· Let us remember sin, sickness and disease has been washed away by the blood and sacrifice of Jesus.
· We have the victory over death’s defeat, victory over sins dominion, we have the power to comeback and finally, we see God’s redemptive nature.
