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Introduction

· Let’s review what we discussed a couple of weeks ago about framing your world. We discussed that you are the sum total of the words we speak.  Positive or negative.

· We must guard our mouth, speak the Word and expect what we speak.

· We must be in agreement with what Jesus says.  There is power in agreement. Speak blessings and not cursing, life and not death.

· Let the Holy Spirit be your guide.  Say nothing if you have nothing good to say!

· You are literally words away from your harvest.  Believe what you say! Line it up with the God’s Word.  

· This week I want to continue on with framing your world with what we are speaking!

· God uses His Words as creative power and He made man in His image. What are your words creating in your life? 
· The words you harbor in your heart and speak out of your mouth release a spiritual force that is explosive. These words are framing your world.

· If you've spoken negative words about your life, change your course by speaking positive words. 
· Let us look to the scriptures this morning and see what Jesus has to say bout what we speak.

(NKJV) Genesis 1 1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 2 The earth was without form, and void; and darkness was on the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters. 3 Then God said, “Let there be light”; and there was light.
1) In the beginning, nothing happened until God spoke Words 
a) Shout…I create the world I live in by the words I speak.

b) Shout…My words have the power of life or death.

c) God's Words are His creative power. 

i) Although darkness covered the Earth, God said let there be light, and there was light. 

(1) We are made in the image of God; therefore we should speak words that line up with the Word of God. 

d) Perverse speech will eventually destroy you.

(NKJV) Proverbs 11 3 The integrity of the upright will guide them, But the perversity of the unfaithful will destroy them.
i) Foul language, perverse speech is contrary to the Word of God. 

ii) At all cost, avoid perverse speech and obey God!
e) God's will is His Word. 

i) It's the truth whether you believe it or not. 

f) Death and life are in the power of the tongue.

(NKJV) Proverbs 18 20 A man’s stomach shall be satisfied from the fruit of his mouth; From the produce of his lips he shall be filled. 21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it will eat its fruit.  
i) Words can turn on the life cycle or start the death cycle. 

ii) What you don't know can and will destroy you.

2) Your mouth is the rudder for life, it steers your course.
a) Shout…When I control my mouth, I control my life.
b) A bit in a horse's mouth turns its whole body, and a ship is turned about with a small rudder.
(NKJV) James 3 2 For we all stumble in many things. If anyone does not stumble in word, he is a perfect man, able also to bridle the whole body. 3 Indeed, we put bits in horses’ mouths that they may obey us, and we turn their whole body. 4 Look also at ships: although they are so large and are driven by fierce winds, they are turned by a very small rudder wherever the pilot desires. 5 Even so the tongue is a little member and boasts great things. See how great a forest a little fire kindles!
c) Once your mouth is in control, you'll control your life. 

i) It doesn't take much to get you off course. 

(1) Simple phrases like, "I feel like I'm about to die," can be harmful. I’m sick, I’m broke, etc are negative confessions.
(2) A small flame can become a great fire. Negative statements amplify your problems. (Speak the end result –THE WORD)
(3) The words you conceive in your heart and speak out of your mouth release a spiritual force like dynamite. 

ii) If you've spoken negative words, make a course correction. 

iii) Repent, fill yourself up with the Word and begin making positive confessions.

3) Continue speaking the Word of God.
(NKJV) Joshua 1 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success.
a) Shout…I will speak the Word of God daily!

b) Shout…I will confess blessings not cursings.

c) Meditate on the Word of God. (Test God on this and watch what will happen in your life) 

d) Allow faith in God's Word to impact your speech.

(NKJV) John 12 47 And if anyone hears My words and does not believe, I do not judge him; for I did not come to judge the world but to save the world. 48 He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him—the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day. 49 For I have not spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak. 50 And I know that His command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever I speak, just as the Father has told Me, so I speak.”
i) Speech that goes against the Word of God will decrease your faith. 

ii) When you confess the Word, you're writing it on your heart.

(NKJV) Proverbs 3 3 Let not mercy and truth forsake you; Bind them around your neck,  Write them on the tablet of your heart, 4 And so find favor and high esteem In the sight of God and man.
(NKJV) Psalm 45 1 My heart is overflowing with a good theme; I recite my composition concerning the King; My tongue is the pen of a ready writer.
e) Your heart should have the Word of God placed into it daily.  Your mouth confesses what is in your heart.

Conclusion
· In the beginning nothing happen until God spoke the Word!

· Nothing will happen in our life until we begin to speak the Word of God daily in our life.  We must speak life and line it up with the Word of God.

· Our words create the life we live today.  The words we have spoken to date have framed our world.

· Perverse words destroy us.
· Words can turn on the life cycle or start the death cycle. 

· Your mouth is the rudder for life, it steers your course in life.

· Negative words and confessions move us off course with God.

· Like the tongue, the rudder steers the body of the ship.

· Don’t stop speaking the Word of God to your life.  The Word brings life.

· Let the Word of God be in your mouth at all times.  Mediate on the Word always.

· When you confess the Word, it is placed on the tablet of your heart.  Your mouth speaks what has been placed in your heart.

· This morning, frame your world by speaking positive, speaking the Word of God and confessing life to your life.
