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Introduction

· This morning I want to discuss what the Bible says about framing our world. Your life is a sum total of the words you've spoken. 
· You set the tone of your life by what we speak into existence.

· What you say is what you get. 
· Your mouth as an instrument of life, not death. You are literally words away from your harvest; don't let negative speech short-circuit your breakthrough. Speak the Word only! 
· Let us seek what the Word of God says about framing our world.

(NKJV) Proverbs 18 20 A man’s stomach shall be satisfied from the fruit of his mouth; From the produce of his lips he shall be filled. 21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it will eat its fruit.
1) Your words set the tone for your life. 

a) Shout…My life is framed by the words I speak.

b) Shout…My life is the sum of what I have spoken.

c) Your mouth should be used as an instrument of life, not death. 

i) Guarding your mouth from evil keeps you from trouble.

(NKJV) Proverbs 21 23 Whoever guards his mouth and tongue Keeps his soul from troubles.
(1) Many of life's troubles are the results of words we've spoken. 

d) Your mouth can work for or against you. 

i) You are justified or condemned by the words you speak.

(NKJV) Matthew 12 36 But I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give account of it in the day of judgment. 37 For by your words you will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned.” 

(1) Your words transmit faith or fear. Which one are you transmitting.
(2) The Lord is your strength, you have nothing to fear.

(NKJV) Psalm 27 1 The LORD is my light and my salvation; Whom shall I fear?  The LORD is the strength of my life; Of whom shall I be afraid? 
2) Be in agreement with God and His Word if we expect to have what we say. 

a) Shout…I will be in agreement with the Word of God.  I will speak life and not death.

b) When you're not in agreement with God, your speech will be polluted. 

i) Negative speaking hinders God's desire to bring His Word to pass in your life.

(NKJV) Malachi 3 13 “ Your words have been harsh against Me,” Says the LORD, “ Yet you say, ‘ What have we spoken against You?’
(1) You weary or void God by speaking words that contradict His Word.

(NKJV) Malachi 2 17 You have wearied the LORD with your words; Yet you say, “ In what way have we wearied Him?” In that you say, “ Everyone who does evil Is good in the sight of the LORD, And He delights in them,” Or, “Where is the God of justice?”
c) The power of agreement is released when you speak in line with God's Word. 

i) How can two walk together unless they agree?

(NKJV) Amos 3 3 Can two walk together, unless they are agreed?
ii) How can blessing and cursing come from the same source? 

(1) To bless means to speak positively or good of. 

(2) To curse means to speak negatively or evil of.

3) You are literally words away from your harvest. 

a) Shout…I am speaking in my harvest.

b) Do you believe the words you speak? If you do, you'll have what you say. 

i) Jesus skillfully chose His words and believed what He said, He obtained quick results.

(NKJV) Mark 11 20 Now in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots. 21 And Peter, remembering, said to Him, “Rabbi, look! The fig tree which You cursed has withered away.” 22 So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God. 23 For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.
c) Carefully consider every word you speak. 

i) Don't pervert your words; learn what you're saying and use words in the proper context. 

ii) Ask yourself: Is what I'm saying what I expect to see? 

d) At all cost, avoid idle words, perverted speech, and saying things you don't believe. 

i) Speak the Word of God only! 

(1) If you're unable to speak the Word, it is better not to speak at all. 
Conclusion

· You are the sum of the words you speak.  Positive or negative.

· We must guard our mouth, speak the Word and expect what we speak.

· Be in agreement with what Jesus says.  There is power in agreement.

· Speak blessings and not cursing, life and not death.
· Remember you are framing your life with your words.  If you don’t like your life today, change it by speaking the Word and getting in agreement with Jesus.

· Let the Holy Spirit be your guide.  Say nothing if you have nothing good to say!

· You are literally words away from your harvest.  Believe what you say! Line it up with the God’s Word.  

· Live a life framed by the Word of God and you will never regret it!
