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Introduction

· This morning I want to talk to you about being hooked up and connected to source of the blessing.

· When you are plugged into the source, you will posses the true power and blessings that God has ordained for your life.

· Many times we can become distracted from God’s Word and begin to rely on other things as our source. (i.e. money, job, family, friends, ability, talent)

· However, we should understand that God has always been and always will be our one true source. 

· He is the source of the blessing, which prospers every area of our lives. We activate the blessing by obeying Him. 

· Let us look at the Word of God and see what it has to say about the source of the blessing.

(NKJV) Genesis 12 1 Now the LORD had said to Abram: “Get out of your country, From your family And from your father’s house, To a land that I will show you. 2 I will make you a great nation; I will bless you And make your name great; And you shall be a blessing.  3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 

1) God promised Abraham that He would bless him. 
a) Obedience activated the blessing in Abraham’s life.

b) Shout…God’s Blessing will chase me down when I am obedient.

c) Shout…I am connected to the Blessing.

d) To bless means to cause to prosper or succeed; to give something of value to another, or to add to that which is already good, making it better. (New and improved or good, better, best)

e) The curse reigned on the Earth after the fall of man in the Garden of Eden. (Adam’s disobedience brought the curse)

i) A curse is an empowerment to fail.

ii) Poverty and lack, in any area, are a part of the curse. 

(1) People walk in the curse because of the lack of knowledge.

(2) Not being connected to the blessing keeps you in the curse.

iii) Before Jesus Christ sacrificed His life, people were subject to the curse.

2) Jesus Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law. 
(NKJV) Galatians 3 13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”), 14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. 

a) Now the blessing of Abraham is available to all those who accept Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.

i) We are no longer cursed.

ii) We are blessed to be a blessing.

(NKJV) Zechariah 8 13 And it shall come to pass That just as you were a curse among the nations, O house of Judah and house of Israel, So I will save you, and you shall be a blessing. Do not fear, Let your hands be strong.’

b) God alone is the source of the blessing in our lives.

c) All creation is dependent upon Him. 

3) When we obey God, He causes the blessing to come upon us. 
(NKJV) Deuteronomy 28 1 “Now it shall come to pass, if you diligently obey the voice of the LORD your God, to observe carefully all His commandments which I command you today, that the LORD your God will set you high above all nations of the earth. 2 And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake you, because you obey the voice of the LORD your God: 3 “Blessed shall you be in the city, and blessed shall you be in the country. 4 “Blessed shall be the fruit of your body, the produce of your ground and the increase of your herds, the increase of your cattle and the offspring of your flocks. 5 “Blessed shall be your basket and your kneading bowl. 6 “Blessed shall you be when you come in, and blessed shall you be when you go out. 7 “The LORD will cause your enemies who rise against you to be defeated before your face; they shall come out against you one way and flee before you seven ways. 8 “The LORD will command the blessing on you in your storehouses and in all to which you set your hand, and He will bless you in the land which the LORD your God is giving you. 
9 “The LORD will establish you as a holy people to Himself, just as He has sworn to you, if you keep the commandments of the LORD your God and walk in His ways. 10 Then all peoples of the earth shall see that you are called by the name of the LORD, and they shall be afraid of you. 11 And the LORD will grant you plenty of goods, in the fruit of your body, in the increase of your livestock, and in the produce of your ground, in the land of which the LORD swore to your fathers to give you. 12 The LORD will open to you His good treasure, the heavens, to give the rain to your land in its season, and to bless all the work of your hand. You shall lend to many nations, but you shall not borrow.

a) Acknowledge God as your only source; all other things are resources. 

i) It is easy to view jobs, talent and education as our primary sources of sustenance; however, God is our one true source.

b) When God blesses us, we can then be a blessing to others.

(NKJV) Genesis 47 7 Then Joseph brought in his father Jacob and set him before Pharaoh; and Jacob blessed Pharaoh. 8 Pharaoh said to Jacob, “How old are you?” 9 And Jacob said to Pharaoh, “The days of the years of my pilgrimage are one hundred and thirty years; few and evil have been the days of the years of my life, and they have not attained to the days of the years of the life of my fathers in the days of their pilgrimage.” 10 So Jacob blessed Pharaoh, and went out from before Pharaoh.11 And Joseph situated his father and his brothers, and gave them a possession in the land of Egypt, in the best of the land, in the land of Rameses, as Pharaoh had commanded. 12 Then Joseph provided his father, his brothers, and all his father’s household with bread, according to the number in their families.

i) Many times, those with whom we associate cause us to be blessed. 

ii) This is blessing by association.

c) One word from God can cause you to increase. 

(NKJV) Luke 5 5 But Simon answered and said to Him, “Master, we have toiled all night and caught nothing; nevertheless at Your word I will let down the net.” 6 And when they had done this, they caught a great number of fish, and their net was breaking. 7 So they signaled to their partners in the other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the boats, so that they began to sink.

i) Speak the blessing over your life. 

ii) Everything on Earth will increase because of the blessing.

(NKJV) Ezekiel 34 25 “I will make a covenant of peace with them, and cause wild beasts to cease from the land; and they will dwell safely in the wilderness and sleep in the woods. 26 I will make them and the places all around My hill a blessing; and I will cause showers to come down in their season; there shall be showers of blessing. 27 Then the trees of the field shall yield their fruit, and the earth shall yield her increase. They shall be safe in their land; and they shall know that I am the LORD, when I have broken the bands of their yoke and delivered them from the hand of those who enslaved them. 28 And they shall no longer be a prey for the nations, nor shall beasts of the land devour them; but they shall dwell safely, and no one shall make them afraid. 29 I will raise up for them a garden of renown, and they shall no longer be consumed with hunger in the land, nor bear the shame of the Gentiles anymore. 30 Thus they shall know that I, the LORD their God, am with them, and they, the house of Israel, are My people,” says the Lord GOD.’”

Conclusion

· Get plugged into the source of the blessing.  Don’t play with God but give yourself to Him today.  

· You too can walk in the blessing and step out of the curse by working the Word of God in your life.

· Obedience is the trigger that sets the blessing into motion.  The blessing will chase you down when you are doing the will of God.

· Obedience brings blessing, disobedience brings the pain. (Curse)

· Jesus redeemed us from the curse so we can partake in the blessing.

· Today allow God to be your source.  Not your job, talent or education, place God first as the source where you get the power.

· Shout…Jesus, you have removed the curse by your obedience to the cross.  My obedience will bring me the blessing.  I will rely on you as my source and only you.  Without you I am unplugged from your blessing.  Thank you Jesus for connecting me to the Abraham blessing. I am blessed in this city. I am blessed in my job.  My family is blessed, my children are blessed.  I am blessed coming in and going out.  I am blessed to be a blessing because I am plugged into the BLESSING!  Amen.
