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Introduction

· This morning I want to continue on with our series going from faith to manifestation by the power of our confession.

· Last week we discussed in order to go from Faith To Manifestation, we must be sowing and reaping faith. The Bible says that the just live by faith.  You are the just.  You are the righteousness of Christ Jesus.

· The Word of God is the seed of faith.  No seed, no faith.  Everything starts with seed.  Plant your faith seed in your heart and allow it to take root. Water it in the Word of God and see it manifest in your life.

· Your heart is fertile ground for the Word.  Watch what you place in your heart. The devil will always try to have you plant bad seed to chock out the living Word seed.

· Guard your eyes, ears and mouth gates.  This is where the bad seed comes in to destroy what God has planted in you. Pay attention to His Words. 
· This week I want to focus on our confession.  What we speak directly affects our faith and the manifestation.
· Death and life are in the power of the tongue. Although your tongue can be used as a force to propel our faith, it can be your worst enemy if used in the wrong way. 

· This morning, let’s look at the Bible and see how we can use our confession to strengthen our faith and get to the manifestation for what we hope and believe God for.

(NKJV) Proverbs 18 20 A man’s stomach shall be satisfied from the fruit of his mouth; From the produce of his lips he shall be filled. 21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, And those who love it will eat its fruit.
1) Your confession brings the blessing.
a) Shout…In order for my faith to manifest, I must confess the Word.

b) Shout…I have the power in my mouth to bless or curse.
c) Confession is to your faith like thrust is to an airplane. 

i) Thrust is the propelling force that lifts an airplane. 

ii) Without thrust, an airplane won't get off the ground. 

iii) The law of thrust and lift overcome gravity; however, it doesn't stop gravity. 

iv) Likewise, faith is a law that overcomes natural laws. 

d) Just saying something doesn't make it happen. 

i) Confession is a process that takes time. (Start today!)

ii) Continually confessing or meditating on the Word is what leads to good success.

(NKJV) Joshua 1 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success.

2) What is the righteousness (right-standing) God ascribes to?
a) Shout…I need to know what the Word says about me.

b) Shout…I am the just; I am in right standing with God.

(NKJV) Romans 10 1 Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved. 2 For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge. 3 For they being ignorant of God’s righteousness, and seeking to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted to the righteousness of God. 4 For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes. 5 For Moses writes about the righteousness which is of the law, “The man who does those things shall live by them.” 6 But the righteousness of faith speaks in this way, “Do not say in your heart, ‘Who will ascend into heaven?’” (that is, to bring Christ down from above) 7 or, “‘Who will descend into the abyss?’” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). 8 But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart”(that is, the word of faith which we preach):
c) You are righteous not because of your good works; you are righteous because of what Jesus did. 

i) God sees you through Jesus. You need to see yourself as God sees you this morning.

d) The most important confession you can make is that Jesus is Lord of your life. 

i) You confess your sins after you've confessed Jesus as Lord over your life. 

e) People go to hell because they reject Jesus; you can't work to get something only Jesus can give you. (That’s old time religion or religious spirit)

i) Because Jesus is the One who saves you, you're no less righteous because you fail or miss the mark. 

(1) Don't allow condemnation to make you a coward. 

(2) You get another chance in God's Kingdom. 

ii) Your faith can't work if you don't know who you are. 

f) When you're contaminated with sin, faith can't work. There will be no manifestation.

i) Sin separates you from the provisions God has made available for you. 

ii) Just because you're righteous doesn't mean you can willfully sin. 

(1) Sin makes you guilty and causes you to question your righteousness.

3) Nine reasons why confession of God's Word works in the life of the Believer. 

a) It is sowing seeds in the Kingdom of God. 

i) When you sow seed, you reap a harvest…. manifestation

b) It causes faith to come. (Faith comes by hearing the Word)

c) It renews the mind to the Word of God. 

d) It keeps the answer before you. (Single focus – Jesus)

e) It changes your heart. 

f) It sets the law of faith into motion. 

g) It puts angels to work for you. 

h) Your confession brings the blessing!

i) Your confession builds your faith, and then comes manifestation.

Conclusion

· Your confession brings the blessing.

· You have the power of life and death in the tongue.  Confess only the Word!

· Your confession builds your faith.  Speak it often so it gets deposited into your heart.

· Going from faith to manifestation happens a lot quicker when we do and speak the Word of God.

· We must ascribe to be righteous like Jesus.  We must be the just and live by faith.

· We must always have the Word of God on our lips. Meditate on the Word day and night.  Confession builds our spirit man.  It keeps us in tune with God.

· Your faith can’t work if you are wrapped up in sin or fear.  Give it to God today.  Release it to Him.

· Remember the nine reasons that confession of God’s Word works.
