Holy Spirit – Enhance the Anointing

Introduction

· This morning I want to continue teaching on the Holy Spirit.
· The Holy Spirit gives us the anointing or enablement to get this done.  Our anointing grows in power when we walk in love.  No love, no power.
· There are ways we can enhance the anointing (God’s supernatural empowerment on our lives). 
· Likewise, there are certain behaviors that will hinder the anointing from flowing freely. Many mature Christians hinder the anointing of God in their lives. 
· For example, our refusal to obey God and live according to His standards will hinder the anointing. Remember, God’s standard should be our standard!
· Let us see what the Word has to say about the Holy Spirit and enhancing our anointing.
(NKJV) Luke 3 21 When all the people were baptized, it came to pass that Jesus also was baptized; and while He prayed, the heaven was opened. 22 And the Holy Spirit descended in bodily form like a dove upon Him, and a voice came from heaven which said, “You are My beloved Son; in You I am well pleased.” 

1) Water baptism represents the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus Christ.
a) Shout…Today I am going to enhance my anointing.

b) When you are baptized in water, it symbolizes the dying of the old you (before you were born again) and the birth of the new you in Christ.

c) You no longer carry the junk that had you bound.  You are free; you make a place for the anointing of God to rest upon your life.

d) Your new in Christ and no longer carry the weight of the world.

2) The anointing is given to us for a purpose. 
a) Jesus was anointed to complete a particular mission on the Earth.

b) You are equipment with a purpose to build the Kingdom of God.

(NKJV) Luke 4 16 So He came to Nazareth, where He had been brought up. And as His custom was, He went into the synagogue on the Sabbath day, and stood up to read. 17 And He was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. And when He had opened the book, He found the place where it was written: 18 “ The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the captives And recovery of sight to the blind, To set at liberty those who are oppressed; 19 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD.”  20 Then He closed the book, and gave it back to the attendant and sat down. And the eyes of all who were in the synagogue were fixed on Him.

c) Shout…I have the anointing to do my assignment.

d) You are anointed to complete your God-given assignment.   

i) God equips us with the power to do what He has called us to do. 

ii) The anointing enables us to stand on God’s Word and get results. 

iii) Therefore, every Believer requires the anointing for sustenance, performance, success, breakthrough, and fulfillment. 

3) The anointing removes burdens and destroys yokes.
(AMP) Isaiah 10 27And it shall be in that day that the burden of [the Assyrian] shall depart from your shoulders, and his yoke from your neck. The yoke shall be destroyed because of fatness [which prevents it from going around your neck].

a) Isaiah 10:27 actually delivers a prophetic Word for us today about the “fatness” or the success the anointing will cause us to operate in. 

i) In these last days, the most powerful thing we can do as Christians is yield to the anointing.  Walk in the anointing daily and shine Jesus everywhere you go. 

ii) The number of breakthroughs we experience is going to be determined by the level of the anointing on our lives. 

iii) We must cultivate the anointing. 

iv) The anointing will go to waste if we do not use it.  

4) Two keys we should understand and recognize about the anointing from the Holy Spirit.
a) We must act in righteousness to enhance the anointing.
i) Jesus loved righteousness and hated wickedness. Purity equals power.   
ii) The degree to which we love righteousness and hate iniquity will determine the level of anointing we operate in.
(NKJV) Psalm 45 6 Your throne, O God, is forever and ever; A scepter of righteousness is the scepter of Your kingdom.  7 You love righteousness and hate wickedness; Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You with the oil of gladness more than Your companions. 

iii) Sin greatly hinders the anointing in our lives.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 5 21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.
iv) Do not be deceived; righteous people do righteous things.
v) Establishing a lifestyle of doing the right thing and making right decisions establishes God’s power in our lives.
(NKJV) 1 Samuel 319 So Samuel grew, and the LORD was with him and let none of his words fall to the ground.
vi) Be sure your lifestyle reflects God’s character. 

b) We must operate in unconditional love 

i) The more we love others unconditionally, the more God and His power are expressed through us.

ii) Shout…I am a vessel the Lord can pour through.
Conclusion

· The anointing is given to us for a purpose.  Don’t waste it!  Build the Kingdom of God with it.

· God equips us with the power to do what He has called us to do. 

· The anointing enables us to stand on God’s Word and get results.

· Don’t waver, be a doer of His Word.

· In these last days, the most powerful thing we can do as Christians is yield to the anointing.  It breaks the yokes and removes the burdens.

· Jesus loves righteousness and hates wickedness.

· The degree to which we love righteousness and hate iniquity will determine the level of anointing we operate in.
· Shout… Jesus I want my lifestyle to reflect your character.  I will walk in love unconditionally.  I am a vessel you can use for your purpose. The anointing I carry will remove burdens and destroy yokes. I will use my anointing for your purposes.  In Jesus name I pray. Amen.
