Holy Spirit – The Power

Introduction

· For the past couple of weeks we have been studying the Holy Spirit.  We found out who He is and that He must lead us.

· So many of us today want to experience supernatural results in our lives. 

· We experience supernatural results when we cultivate our relationship with the Holy Spirit. 

· When we allow Him to lead us, we will operate above our natural ability.
· When we develop a relationship with the Holy Spirit, everyone will visibly see supernatural results in our lives.

· This week I want to look at the power we get from the Holy Spirit.
· As Believers, we must be aware of the Holy Spirit’s presence, or we will never know how to tap into His power. 

· He lives within each of us; therefore, we have the answer on the inside of us to every problem we face. 

· However, to receive His divine resolutions, we must cultivate a relationship with Him. We must allow Him to lead us.

· Let us look to the Word of God this morning as checkout the power of the Holy Spirit.

(NKJV) John 14 26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you.

(AMP) John 14 26But the Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, Standby), the Holy Spirit, Whom the Father will send in My name [in My place, to represent Me and act on My behalf], He will teach you all things. And He will cause you to recall (will remind you of, bring to your remembrance) everything I have told you.

1) Holy Spirit teach me. 

a) We must 1st have a teachable Spirit.
b) Shout…. Jesus help me to be teachable and trainable.
c) The Holy Spirit will help us in our everyday lives. He will bring teachings from the Word to our remembrance. (Must study the Word to tap into it)
i) He enables us to have wisdom and success.

ii) He gives us revelation of God’s Word and shows us things to come.

iii) The Holy Spirit is a person, a teacher and lifter of our head.  

d) The Holy Spirit deposits the love of God in our hearts when we become born again.
(NKJV) Romans 5 5 Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.
i) The power of God is necessary to live a fruitful, productive life as a Christian.

ii) Love is the foundation of the Christian life; love is linked to the power of God.

iii) Both love and the anointing come from the Holy Spirit, and He lives within every Believer.

e) Shout…I want the power of God in my life.

f) Like us, the Holy Spirit has a personality, which is the anointing or the divine enablement of God.   
i) To anoint means to rub on; when we spend a certain amount of time with someone, his or her personality rubs off on us.

ii) Likewise, when we spend time with the Holy Spirit, His personality (anointing) changes us.   

2) Power, Power, Power, wonderful working power of God.

(AMP) 1 John 2 27But as for you, the anointing (the sacred appointment, the unction) which you received from Him abides [permanently] in you; [so] then you have no need that anyone should instruct you. But just as His anointing teaches you concerning everything and is true and is no falsehood, so you must abide in (live in, never depart from) Him [being rooted in Him, knit to Him], just as [His anointing] has taught you [to do].
a) The unction is a divine empowerment to do what you do in life (such as a call to ministry). (To open a business or be a financial genius)
i) The Holy Spirit will reveal to you God’s specific will/plan for your life. 

b) The Greek word for anointing is charisma, and it describes a divine smearing or endowment of inherent qualities on the inside of us.
i) Because we are endowed with the power of the Holy Spirit, we have the ability to do anything Jesus did when He came to the earth. 

ii) Jesus said a Believer could be like God in character, and also in the demonstration of power. Jesus was led by the Spirit, He had power.

iii) However, to tap into this power, we must consistently spend quality time fellowshipping with the Holy Spirit. 

3) Don’t ignore the presence of the Holy Spirit inside of you.

a) Refuse to believe that you cannot hear His voice. For example, you can sense His leading when you do something wrong.
b) He convicts us of our sins, but He also helps us make the necessary adjustments. Remember, He is a teacher!
i) A hardened heart comes from disobedience. 

ii) At times, the voice of our flesh (or our own desires) speaks louder than the Holy Spirit. 

iii) Therefore, to develop our sensitivity to His voice, we must obey Him. 

4) When we obey the Holy Spirit, He shows us the path to the life God wants us to live.
Conclusion

· Shout…I seek the power of the Holy Spirit.
· Be teachable and trainable.
· The Holy Spirit can only reveal the Word that is in you.  No Word, then there is nothing for Him to bring to remembrance.
· Love is the foundation of the Christian life; love is linked to the power of God.
· Power is given to us when God sees that we trust Him…Walk in love.

· Allow the Holy Spirit to rub off His anointing on you. Spend time with Him.

· The unction is a divine empowerment to do what you do in life; You can do what Jesus did and even greater things.
· Don’t ignore the Holy Spirit when He speaks to you.  Be obedient!
· To develop our sensitivity to His voice, we must obey Him. 
· Shout… Jesus help me to have a teachable and trainable Spirit.  Help me to be obedient to your call.  Allow your anointing to rub off on me. Holy Spirit help me to walk in love so I can walk in your anointing.  Let me walk in the blessing of God.  In Jesus Name I pray. Amen.
