Holy Spirit – The Anointing Pt 2

Introduction

· This week I want to discuss the Holy Spirit and the anointing and finish up on what we spoke last week.
· God has a specific plan and purpose for each of us. And He has divinely equipped us to carry out our God-given assignments. 
· Therefore, we do not get to choose our assignment. Instead, our job is to discover God’s will for our lives. 
· God reveals this to us when we get saved and begin to work His Word.  
· Through prayer, fasting and study of the Word, the assignment is released into our Spirit.
· When we do our assignment, we will tap into the power, or the anointing, that is available to carry out His plan and purpose. 

· The anointing is a divine enablement from God that produces supernatural results. 

· Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ Says the LORD of hosts.
· Let us see what the Word has to speak to us today!   


(NKJV) 1 Corinthians 2 9 But as it is written: “ Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which God has prepared for those who love Him.”  10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.

(AMP) 1 Corinthians 2   9But, on the contrary, as the Scripture says, What eye has not seen and ear has not heard and has not entered into the heart of man, [all that] God has prepared (made and keeps ready) for those who love Him [who hold Him in affectionate reverence, promptly obeying Him and gratefully recognizing the benefits He has bestowed].  10Yet to us God has unveiled and revealed them by and through His Spirit, for the [Holy] Spirit searches diligently, exploring and examining everything, even sounding the profound and bottomless things of God [the divine counsels and things hidden and beyond man's scrutiny].

1) It is vital that we do not focus on what someone else is doing, but on what God wants us to do. 
a) Shout…God made me unique; my assignment is different than yours.

b) Focusing on the assignments of others can distract us from discovering our divine assignment. 

i) Learn to be satisfied with your portion. Refuse to be jealous of someone else’s portion. 

(1) Run in the lane God has placed you.

ii) If you think you have discovered God’s will for your life, ask yourself, “Is there an anointing here that supports me?”

iii) The anointing removes burdens and destroys yokes. 

iv) If you are experiencing burdens and yokes, you are not anointed to do what you are doing. 

v) The anointing causes what you do to be easy.  It is your gifting that shines for Jesus.

2) Four things will be evident when you have located the will of God for your life, and the anointing to get the job done.
a) Restoration. Your dignity will be restored.

(NKJV) Job 42 10 And the LORD restored Job’s losses when he prayed for his friends. Indeed the LORD gave Job twice as much as he had before. 
i) God will restore everything the devil has stolen from you.

b) Unusual progress. You will experience supernatural progress in your life.

(NKJV) Job 42 11 Then all his brothers, all his sisters, and all those who had been his acquaintances before, came to him and ate food with him in his house; and they consoled him and comforted him for all the adversity that the LORD had brought upon him. Each one gave him a piece of silver and each a ring of gold. 
i) Measure where you are, and keep in mind that everyone who experiences this anointing will go forward. 

ii) Unfortunately, many people do not stay in the will of God long enough to receive confirmation. There will be tests you will have to pass.

c) Supernatural favor. You will have the favor of God on your life. God will give you things you didn’t even ask for.

(NKJV) Job 12 Now the LORD blessed the latter days of Job more than his beginning; for he had fourteen thousand sheep, six thousand camels, one thousand yoke of oxen, and one thousand female donkeys. 13 He also had seven sons and three daughters.
i) The favor of God also divinely arranges things for you.  

d) Repositioning by God. You will have a change of status.

 (NKJV) Job 15 In all the land were found no women so beautiful as the daughters of Job; and their father gave them an inheritance among their brothers. 16 After this Job lived one hundred and forty years, and saw his children and grandchildren for four generations. 17 So Job died, old and full of days. 

i) When this anointing comes upon your life, you will have divine strength, excessive growth, and the wisdom to predict danger 

(AMP) Psalm 92 10But my horn (emblem of excessive strength and stately grace) You have exalted like that of a wild ox; I am anointed with fresh oil. 11My eye looks upon those who lie in wait for me; my ears hear the evildoers that rise up against me. 12The [uncompromisingly] righteous shall flourish like the palm tree [be long-lived, stately, upright, useful, and fruitful]; they shall grow like a cedar in Lebanon [majestic, stable, durable, and incorruptible]. 13Planted in the house of the Lord, they shall flourish in the courts of our God. 14[Growing in grace] they shall still bring forth fruit in old age; they shall be full of sap [of spiritual vitality] and [rich in the] verdure [of trust, love, and contentment].
ii) You will remain productive and profitable, even in old age. 

3) Ways in which we can get into the realm of the anointing, and stay there. 
a) Begin to develop a thirst for the anointing.

b) How do we as Christians get thirsty?

i) We begin to seek God more, and enjoy His presence to a greater degree.

(NKJV) Psalm 63 1 O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You In a dry and thirsty land Where there is no water. 2 So I have looked for You in the sanctuary, To see Your power and Your glory. 3 Because Your lovingkindness is better than life, My lips shall praise You. 4 Thus I will bless You while I live; I will lift up my hands in Your name.  5 My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness, And my mouth shall praise You with joyful lips.
ii) We make a decision to be grateful until our gratitude becomes a habit. 

c) The effectual, fervent prayer of a righteous person makes power available that is dynamic in its working.
(AMP) James 5 16Confess to one another therefore your faults (your slips, your false steps, your offenses, your sins) and pray [also] for one another, that you may be healed and restored [to a spiritual tone of mind and heart]. The earnest (heartfelt, continued) prayer of a righteous man makes tremendous power available [dynamic in its working].
i) Thanksgiving, praise, and prayer make the power of God available. 

ii) We will only receive His power when our motives are fueled by our love for God.  

Conclusion

· In order for the Holy Spirit’s anointing to take place in your life is to stay focused on what God has spoken to you.  Do your assignment.
· Don’t worry what others are doing.
· When you are walking in your anointing restoration will come, unusual progress takes place, supernatural favor is evident and God will reposition you.
· We must seek more of God and His presence.  We must get thirsty for Him.

· Make a decision to be grateful until our gratitude becomes a habit.

· We receive His power when our motives are fueled by our love for God. 
· Shout…I am anointed.  I am anointed.  I know my assignment in life.  I will stay in my lane.  Restoration, unusual progress, supernatural favor come my way. God reposition me.  I am ready and willing to be used by you.  I thirst for you.  Fill me up.  In Jesus name I pray. Amen.
