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Introduction

· In 2011 God is going to do some supernatural things in your life.  
· Understand that the devil is just not going to sit by and let you win souls for Jesus without some obstacles and hindrances that will cause some anxiety.
· Jesus has given us His peace, yet many things come our way day after day to move us away from it. 
· The devil will bring the nay sayers to you and try to agitate you.
· Agitation is a mental state of extreme emotional disturbance. 
· However, Jesus said we do not have to allow ourselves to be troubled, agitated, afraid or have anxiety. We can maintain our peace though the test. 
· Let us see what the Word of God says about overcoming anxiety in 2011.  Let get some practical Word to grow us up today.
(NKJV) John 14 26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you. 27 Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid. 

(AMP) John 14 26But the Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, Standby), the Holy Spirit, Whom the Father will send in My name [in My place, to represent Me and act on My behalf], He will teach you all things. And He will cause you to recall (will remind you of, bring to your remembrance) everything I have told you.  27Peace I leave with you; My [own] peace I now give and bequeath to you. Not as the world gives do I give to you. Do not let your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid. [Stop allowing yourselves to be agitated and disturbed; and do not permit yourselves to be fearful and intimidated and cowardly and unsettled.] 

1) Walk in the peace of God. 
a) Shout…I have the peace of God inside of me.  Nothing will rob me of my peace in 2011.

b) The verse….27Peace I leave with you; My [own] peace I now give and bequeath to you. 
i) Bequeath means to personally hand down to someone.  

ii) We all can have the Lord’s peace. His peace kept Him from being moved by trouble and irritations during His lifetime. 

iii) We have a choice; we can refuse to be agitated, troubled, disturbed or afraid.

(AMP) John 14  1DO NOT let your hearts be troubled (distressed, agitated). You believe in and adhere to and trust in and rely on God; believe in and adhere to and trust in and rely also on Me.  

c) Whenever we make a decision based on the Word of God, Satan tries to change our minds by using extreme emotional disturbances.   

i) When we are disturbed and agitated, we become fearful and full of anxiety. 

ii) Fear opens the door for Satan to operate in our lives. 

iii) However, we can stop Satan’s tactics by refusing to allow agitation or trouble or worldly anxiety to rule over us.   

d) When we become irritated, we walk away from our peace.  

i) We become afraid that our source of peace has failed us. 

ii) We must understand that this is a part of the enemy’s plan. 

(1) Don’t bite the bait of Satan.

2) How do we maintain our peace? 

a) We must keep our minds on the Word of God.

b) Shout….Holy Spirit help me keep my mind on the Word.

(NKJV) Isaiah 26 3 You will keep him in perfect peace, Whose mind is stayed on You, Because he trusts in You.  4 Trust in the LORD forever, For in YAH, the LORD, is everlasting strength.
i) Peace is found in the Word. 

c) We must trust the Word of God and know it works every time!   

i) Trust is commitment, and faith is confidence. 

ii) Without commitment, confidence doesn’t remain. 

iii) Agitation and anxiety dilutes our trust in God. 

d) We open the door to fear when we lean on our own understanding instead of what the Word says. 

(AMP) Proverbs 3 5Lean on, trust in, and be confident in the Lord with all your heart and mind and do not rely on your own insight or understanding.

3) Agitation can be a sign that our breakthrough is near.
(NKJV) Isaiah 54 2 “ Enlarge the place of your tent, And let them stretch out the curtains of your dwellings; Do not spare; Lengthen your cords, And strengthen your stakes. 3 For you shall expand to the right and to the left, And your descendants will inherit the nations, And make the desolate cities inhabited. 4 “ Do not fear, for you will not be ashamed; Neither be disgraced, for you will not be put to shame; For you will forget the shame of your youth, And will not remember the reproach of your widowhood anymore. 5 For your Maker is your husband, The LORD of hosts is His name; And your Redeemer is the Holy One of Israel; He is called the God of the whole earth. 6 For the LORD has called you Like a woman forsaken and grieved in spirit, Like a youthful wife when you were refused,” Says your God. 7 “ For a mere moment I have forsaken you, But with great mercies I will gather you. 8 With a little wrath I hid My face from you for a moment; But with everlasting kindness I will have mercy on you,” Says the LORD, your Redeemer. 9 “ For this is like the waters of Noah to Me; For as I have sworn That the waters of Noah would no longer cover the earth, So have I sworn That I would not be angry with you, nor rebuke you.  10 For the mountains shall depart And the hills be removed, But My kindness shall not depart from you, Nor shall My covenant of peace be removed,” Says the LORD, who has mercy on you. 11 “ O you afflicted one, Tossed with tempest, and not comforted, Behold, I will lay your stones with colorful gems, And lay your foundations with sapphires. 12 I will make your pinnacles of rubies, Your gates of crystal, And all your walls of precious stones. 13 All your children shall be taught by the LORD, And great shall be the peace of your children. 14 In righteousness you shall be established; You shall be far from oppression, for you shall not fear;  And from terror, for it shall not come near you. 15 Indeed they shall surely assemble, but not because of Me. Whoever assembles against you shall fall for your sake.     16 “ Behold, I have created the blacksmith Who blows the coals in the fire, Who brings forth an instrument for his work; And I have created the spoiler to destroy. 17 No weapon formed against you shall prosper, And every tongue which rises against you in judgment You shall condemn. This is the heritage of the servants of the LORD, And their righteousness is from Me,” Says the LORD.

a) Shout…Jesus I am ready for my breakthrough.

b) We can prepare for breakthrough when the enemy starts using agitation and anxiety against us. 

i) We do not have to be afraid while standing on the Word of God. 

ii) God has a covenant of peace with us, and He will not break it. 

iii) No weapon formed against us will work. Every tongue that rises against us, we shall condemn. 
Conclusion

· Don’t allow the devil to steal your peace.  Don’t open the door to him through fear.

· Look to God as your source and walk in the peace He has given you.  He has personally handed peace over to you.

· We have a choice; we can refuse to be agitated, troubled, disturbed or afraid.
· Don’t allow anxiety to settle into your life.
· In order to have peace we must be in the Word daily.
· We must trust the Word of God and know it works every time!
