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Introduction

· Last week we discussed increase and favor. Through the covenant we have with Jesus, you and I must increase and have favor.

· We learned that we must just believe God and take action. Be a doer of the Word!

· As a Believer, we should anticipate an increase of favor. That is why the covenant was established…to increase us and give us favor.

· Jesus is our example of favor with God and man. God loves to multiply things in our life (30x, 60x, 100x increase).

· When God blesses us, it is so that we can be a blessing to someone else.  God will use you if you make yourself available.

· We must keep God's commandments and statutes by obeying His Word.

· God has empowered you and me with the ability to get wealth and He cannot alter His covenant. 

· Receive this truth by faith, and declare your increase and favor starting today! 

· Let us look to the Word this morning and take a second look at increase and favor.

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 8 18 “And you shall remember the LORD your God, for it is He who gives you power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day. 19 Then it shall be, if you by any means forget the LORD your God, and follow other gods, and serve them and worship them, I testify against you this day that you shall surely perish.

1) I have a covenant right to increase and favor. 

a) Shout… Increase is on its way.  Favor is on its way.

b) We must press in on the things of God.  We must know our covenant rights.  

c) Shout… Increase and favor belong to me!

d) Increase is the standard for covenant people.

(NKJV) Psalm 115  12 The LORD has been mindful of us; He will bless us;  He will bless the house of Israel; He will bless the house of Aaron. 13 He will bless those who fear the LORD, Both small and great. 14 May the LORD give you increase more and more, You and your children. 15 May you be blessed by the LORD, Who made heaven and earth.
e) Shout …Increase is part of the blessing. 

i) Abraham and Lot were blessed with increase.

(NKJV) Genesis 13 1 Then Abram went up from Egypt, he and his wife and all that he had, and Lot with him, to the South. 2 Abram was very rich in livestock, in silver, and in gold. 3 And he went on his journey from the South as far as Bethel, to the place where his tent had been at the beginning, between Bethel and Ai, 4 to the place of the altar which he had made there at first. And there Abram called on the name of the LORD. 5 Lot also, who went with Abram, had flocks and herds and tents. 6 Now the land was not able to support them, that they might dwell together, for their possessions were so great that they could not dwell together.
f) To be a blessing means to become a vessel God can use to flow favor and increase through you for someone else.

g) Increased favor is a covenant privilege. 

i) Favor is a state of being looked upon with goodness and kindness. 

h) Covenant people have increased favor; they will not be affected by famine.

(NKJV) Genesis 26 12 Then Isaac sowed in that land, and reaped in the same year a hundredfold; and the LORD blessed him. 13 The man began to prosper, and continued prospering until he became very prosperous; 14 for he had possessions of flocks and possessions of herds and a great number of servants. So the Philistines envied him.
i) Small beginnings position you for great increase.

(NKJV) Job 8 7 Though your beginning was small, Yet your latter end would increase abundantly.
i) Before increase, you must pass the test of faithfulness. 

ii) Don't ask God for more when you haven't been faithful with what you already have.

2) God gives you the power, ability, and anointing to get wealth to establish the covenant He made with your forefathers.
a) Shout… I have the power, the ability and the anointing to get wealth.

b) God swore to our forefathers that He would increase us.

(NKJV) Hebrews 6 13 For when God made a promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no one greater, He swore by Himself, 14 saying, “Surely blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply you.”
c) God will not alter His covenant. 

d) He's ever mindful of His covenant (Psalm 111:5).

(NKJV) Psalm 89 34 My covenant I will not break, Nor alter the word that has gone out of My lips. 

e) When covenant people are not experiencing increase, the problem is not with God. 

f) Shout…It must be me!

i) Are you doing something to hinder the power of God from flowing in your life? 

ii) Not walking in love, disobedience to God and His Word, will hinder the flow of God's power in your life. 

Conclusion

· You and I have a covenant right to increase and have favor.  

· When I decrease in self and He increases, I will see more flow, more blessing and more favor.

· As a believer, we must study and know our covenant rights.  What Has God Promised Me!

· Small beginnings position us for a great increase.

· What must anticipate the increase.  Be ready for what God has for you to do.  

· Move on what God tells you to move on.  DO it quickly.  DO not hesitate.

· Those that are faithful, God will increase.

· You have the power, the ability and the anointing to get wealth.

· Favor and Increase…. They will visit you because of the covenant you have with God.
