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Introduction
· For the past two weeks we have discussed that we have dominion and seed, two gifts from God.

· We have established that we have a covenant with God. In this covenant, God supplies us the sower with the seed.
· When God established His covenant of increase with Abraham, it included a covenant of favor.
· As a Believer, our job is to trust God and obey His commandments. This is our part of the covenant.

· We can’t allow spiritual hindrances to block the flow of God's favor in your life. 
· Let us look to the scriptures’ this morning and see what the Word says about my covenant of increase and favor.



(NKJV) Psalms 111 1 Praise the LORD! I will praise the LORD with my whole heart, In the assembly of the upright and in the congregation. 2 The works of the LORD are great, Studied by all who have pleasure in them. 3 His work is honorable and glorious, And His righteousness endures forever. 4 He has made His wonderful works to be remembered; The LORD is gracious and full of compassion. 5 He has given food to those who fear Him; He will ever be mindful of His covenant.
1) God made a covenant promise to increase us. 

a) Shout… God wants to increase me.

b) Shout… I have a covenant with God.

c) Remember that a covenant is an agreement.

i) If you're a stranger to your covenant, God is limited in what He can do in your life. 

(NKJV) Ephesians 2 11 Therefore remember that you, once Gentiles in the flesh—who are called Uncircumcision by what is called the Circumcision made in the flesh by hands— 12 that at that time you were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world.
d) You have to trust God to be your defense and your shield. You must be souled out for Jesus.  You must know your covenant rights as a Believer.
e) God is ever mindful of His covenant.
i) Because you're in covenant with God, you're always on His mind.
2) Believe God and take action. 

(NKJV) Genesis 12   1 Now the LORD had said to Abram:“Get out of your country, From your family And from your father’s house, To a land that I will show you.  2 I will make you a great nation; I will bless you And make your name great; And you shall be a blessing.  3 I will bless those who bless you, And I will curse him who curses you; And in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 

a) Shout… I will believe God. I will do what He says to do, quickly.

b) God told Abraham to leave his country because it was framing his thinking.
c) God wants us to have an increase mentality as opposed to a survival mentality. 

i) Fellowship with Believers who challenge you to think better.

3) A covenant was made to give us an increase of favor. 

a) Shout… Favor ain’t fair. Jesus, increase the favor in my life.

b) You have a blood-bought right to favor. 

i) Anticipate an increase of favor. 
ii) Jesus is our example of favor with God and man.

(NKJV) Luke 2 52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men.
c) When you acknowledge God's favor, Heaven is motivated to do more on your behalf.
i) Give Him thanks for everything all the time. (Even the little stuff)
4) When you are in covenant with God, you should increase. 

a) God is in the business of multiplication. (30x,60x 100x)
i) When you refuse to increase, you deny God the opportunity to establish His covenant. (it’s ok to be blessed)
(NKJV) Malachi 3 10 Bring all the tithes into the storehouse, That there may be food in My house, And try Me now in this,” Says the LORD of hosts, “ If I will not open for you the windows of heaven And pour out for you such blessing That there will not be room enough to receive it. 11 “And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, So that he will not destroy the fruit of your ground, Nor shall the vine fail to bear fruit for you in the field,” Says the LORD of hosts; 12 And all nations will call you blessed, For you will be a delightful land,” Says the LORD of hosts.
b) God is the God of more than enough. 

i) God took the children of Israel from the land of not enough (Egypt); to the land of just enough (the wilderness); to the land of more than enough (Canaan). 
5) God blesses us so we can be a blessing. 

a) To be a blessing means to: 

i) Become a vessel God can use to flow favor through you for someone else. 

6) As a Believer we must do our part of the covenant. 

a) Shout… I will do my part of the covenant.

b) So what is my part?

c) Believers must keep God's commandments and statutes by obeying His Word. 

i) God’s commandments have been simplified into two: 

(1) Love the Lord with all of your heart, soul, and strength. 

(2) Love your neighbor as yourself. 

d) There is a connection between spiritual and physical blessings. 

i) God has blessed us with spiritual blessings. 

ii) The spiritual world is the root of the physical world; in order to prosper in the physical, you must first prosper in the spiritual. 

iii) You must deal with the issues of your heart; then you'll begin to experience the fullness of God's blessing. 
Conclusion

· Through the covenant I have with Jesus, I must increase and have favor.
· We simply must just believe God and take action. Be a doer of the Word!

· Anticipate an increase of favor. That is why the covenant was established…to increase us and give us favor.

· Jesus is our example of favor with God and man. Look to the Word for the answers.

· God loves to multiply things in our life (30x, 60x, 100x).

· God blesses us so that we can be a blessing to someone else.  God will use you if you make yourself available.

· We must keep God's commandments and statutes by obeying His Word. 

· Do you want increase?  Do you want favor?  Let us do part of the covenant (agreement).
