2010 – The Year of God’s Completeness of Order
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Introduction

· Happy New Year!   May the Blessings of the Lord be with you today.

· This morning I want to share with you what the Lord has placed upon my heart for 2010.  As we are moving from our 6th year to the 7th year of ministry…God is completing some stuff in all of us. He is allowing us to rest in Him. His ways!

· The Lord has been speaking to me about the completeness of order in 2010.  Here is what He showed me.

In 2010, it is the Year of God’s completeness of Order.  All that has been out of order in 2009 will be set in order in 2010.  All that has been devoured, eroded and stripped away will be replaced with a double portion from the Lord. I believe the Lord is saying to look past the past of 2009 and strive to succeed in 2010.  There will be nothing lacking or nothing missing.  He will give you all you will require to make your mark for the Kingdom in 2010. All the established relationships, sown finances, ministry outreaches, prayer time, fasting and Bible medication has been for this year to complete the work of the ministry through you.  This is the time where your preparation will not be wasted but will make an eternal impact for the Kingdom.  What work God has started in you, He will complete in 2010.  Be ready to be used in a powerful way by the Lord.  Take the limits off your thinking and begin trusting in the Lord. Your faith will take you further then your mind can contain. You will lack nothing for the assignment that awaits you in this season.  Rest in the completeness of Jesus.  Amen  

· Let us look at the Word of God this morning to get our marching orders for 2010.

(NKJV) Genesis 50 19 Joseph said to them, “Do not be afraid, for am I in the place of God? 20 But as for you, you meant evil against me; but God meant it for good, in order to bring it about as it is this day, to save many people alive. 21 Now therefore, do not be afraid; I will provide for you and your little ones.” And he comforted them and spoke kindly to them.    

1) Set God Goals

a) Shout…I will set goals that I need the help of Jesus to complete.

b) God goals can only be achieved with the help of the Lord.

c) You are not in this race by yourself.  You have a helpmate the Holy Spirit that is here to guide and direct.  Listen to Him.  Obey what He has to say.  Be quick to respond.  Don’t delay.

(NKJV) Psalm 54  4 Behold, God is my helper; The Lord is with those who uphold my life. 5 He will repay my enemies for their evil. Cut them off in Your truth.
d) God goals need to include…

i) Personal time and meditation/study of the Word.(Things that draw you closer to God, your relationship with Jesus)

ii) Family and friends…relationships (restore old ones, new ones)

(1) Get connect in a ladies group or men’s function, family fun night, outreach, prophet’s pantry, etc.

iii) Physical…Get your health on order to compete the plan of God.(Diet, exercise, fasting)

iv) Financial…Tithing, offerings, savings, short long term financial planning.

2) Believe

a) Believe, Believe, Believe.  

(NKJV) Mark 5 35 While He was still speaking, some came from the ruler of the synagogue’s house who said, “Your daughter is dead. Why trouble the Teacher any further?” 36 As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of the synagogue, “Do not be afraid; only believe.”

(NKJV) Matthew 9 27 When Jesus departed from there, two blind men followed Him, crying out and saying, “Son of David, have mercy on us!” 28 And when He had come into the house, the blind men came to Him. And Jesus said to them, “Do you believe that I am able to do this?” They said to Him, “Yes, Lord.” 29 Then He touched their eyes, saying, “According to your faith let it be to you.”
b) Know that God can and will help you meet your goals…it is in you…just believe. 

c) Shout… I believe I can do all things through Christ Jesus.  I can do it!

(NKJV) Proverbs 4 25 Let your eyes look straight ahead, And your eyelids look right before you. 26 Ponder the path of your feet, And let all your ways be established.
i) Don’t look to the right or left…look straightway to God.

d) Believe for the impossible.  Believe with child-like faith!

e) Place action behind what you believe. Do it!!!

3) Increase your faith level

a) Shout…I will achieve my goals when I increase my faith.

(NKJV) Romans 10 17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
b) The level of your faith will either help you obtain your goals or the lack of it will have you fall short of the goals.

c) Study of the Word, meditation in the Word brings increase of faith.  

d) Be in the Word daily, cd’s, internet, radio, TV, etc.  Keep it in front of you.

e) Be a doer of the Word…Place action behind what you read.  Try it out…it works.

4) Get ready for the unexpected.

a) Shout…Lord I wake up expecting something good to happen to me each day!

(NKJV) Hebrews 11 6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.
b) Preparation is never wasted.  Prepare…Be ready in and out of season.  

c) Don’t be found without the Word on your lips.

d) No more reading of the Bible…Study and meditation is the key to your preparedness.

i) It is time for us to rely on God and His order or way of doing things.

(NKJV) Ephesians 6 14 Stand therefore, having girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of righteousness, 15 and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 16 above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one.
5) Praise Him
a) Shout…I will praise the Lord in the good times, the troubled times and the uncertain times.  I will praise Him for He is worthy to be praised.

(NKJV) Psalm 9 11 Sing praises to the LORD, who dwells in Zion! Declare His deeds among the people.
b) When your praises go up, His presence comes down.  Bask in the Glory of God through praise.  

c) Thank Him in advance. Your completeness comes in the praises to our King.  

d) God inhabits the praises of His people.  (Book of Acts)

e) Praise positions and sets in order.  These praise align us up to complete our goals.

Conclusion

· As we start 2010, set some God goals.  Believe He is able to complete what He has started in you today.  

· Increase your faith level in order to achieve your goals.  

· Trust and rely on God for the answers and the direction!

· Get ready for the unexpected.  God’s ways are not our ways.  Get ready for the blessings to flow from all directions into your life.

· Be found doing the Word.  God wants us in the game of life.  Be found doing the Word of God.

· Praise Him.  Your praises removes stress, fear, complacency, and doubt.  Your praises are thanks for what Jesus has already done and what He is about to complete in you.

· Remember that God is a God of order.  He has already done all He is going to do.  It is time for us to set up and continue on what He has already started.
