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Introduction

· I want to start a series this week on going from faith to manifestation. How do we get the results to show up in our life as fruit from our faith.

· Faith comes by hearing the Word of God. Therefore, God's Word is the source of faith. 

· Everyday, we must plant the Word of God in our heart just as a farmer plants seed, and allow it to remain there regardless of distractions from the enemy.

· The Bible talks a lot about faith.  We are people of faith.  But now, many are looking for the faith that they believe in to manifest in their lives today.

· Let us look to what the Word says about faith and we sow the seed of the Word into our lives today.

(NKJV) Romans 1 16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.

1) The just shall live by faith.
a) Shout…I must live a life of faith.

b) Shout…I am the just, I must live by faith.

(NKJV) Habakkuk 2 4 “ Behold the proud, His soul is not upright in him; But the just shall live by his faith.

(NKJV) Galatians 3 11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God is evident, for “the just shall live by faith.”

(NKJV) Hebrews 10 38 Now the just shall live by faith; But if anyone draws back, My soul has no pleasure in him.
c) Faith is the prescribed lifestyle for the just. (Do I have any just people here this morning?)

i) The just are those who have been declared righteous in the sight of God. 

d) What is faith? 

i) Faith is the substance of the things hoped for and the evidence of things not seen (Hebrews 11:1). 

(1) Without hope, faith has nothing to fulfill. 

(2) Hope is the blueprint for faith to accomplish. 

e) Faith is a practical expression of your confidence in God and His Word. 

i) Belief, alone, is not faith. 

(1) Faith is acting out on what you believe. Jesus acted on the Word and what He spoke. (What are we speaking and what do we believe?)

(2) Faith is always present tense. 

f) Faith comes by hearing the Word of God.

(NKJV) Romans 10 17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
i) No Word, no faith.

2) The Word of God is the seed of faith.
(NKJV) I Peter 1 23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever,
a) Shout… The Word of God is the seed of faith.

b) Shout…I have the seed planted in my heart.

c) Just as a farmer plants seed for food, the seed of faith has to be planted in your heart. 

i) A farmer has to plant in good ground in order to get a harvest. 

ii) Likewise, you have to plant the Word in the good ground of your heart to get a harvest. 

iii) The heart is the place where blood pumps to rest of the body.  What is in the heart goes throughout your body.

d) Although the apostles wanted increased faith, Jesus reminded them that faith is like a seed.

(NKJV) Luke 17 5 And the apostles said to the Lord, “Increase our faith.” 6 So the Lord said, “If you have faith as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, ‘Be pulled up by the roots and be planted in the sea,’ and it would obey you. 

i) When you plant the seed of faith in your heart, cultivate it, protect it and it will grow. 

ii) The end of your faith is when you have what you've been believing God for. (MANIFESTATION)

3) Your heart is the fertile ground that will grow the seed – the Word of God.
(NKJV) Proverbs 4 20 My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. 21 Do not let them depart from your eyes; Keep them in the midst of your heart; 22 For they are life to those who find them, And health to all their flesh. 23 Keep your heart with all diligence, For out of it spring the issues of life. 24 Put away from you a deceitful mouth, And put perverse lips far from you. 25 Let your eyes look straight ahead, And your eyelids look right before you. 26 Ponder the path of your feet, And let all your ways be established. 27 Do not turn to the right or the left; Remove your foot from evil.

a) Shout…I will pay attention to the Word of God.

b) Shout…I will plant God’s Word into my heart.

c) Your heart grows word seed-either good or bad. 

i) There is a battle over who will plant in your ground. 

ii) Satan wants to use your ground to produce his word seed. 

(1) He makes suggestions in an attempt to get his word seed into your heart. 

iii) Every issue that concerns your life comes out of your heart; guard it.

d) There are three entrances into your heart: 

i) The eye gate 

ii) The ear gate 

iii) The mouth gate 

e) Whatever or whoever you spend the most time with is what will be planted in your heart. 

i) Whatever you give attention to most, is what you will desire. 

(1) Be careful not to allow Word of God seed to be choked by other seed. 

ii) God says attend to His words. 

Conclusion

· In order to go from Faith To Manifestation, we must be sowing and reaping faith.

· The Bible says that the just live by faith.  You are the just.  You are the righteousness of Christ Jesus.

· Faith is the prescribed lifestyle of the just.  We are people who have faith, walk in faith and live by faith.  Our hope places a demand on our faith to fulfill it.

· The Word of God is the seed of faith.  No seed, no faith.  Everything starts with seed.  Plant your faith seed in your heart and allow it to take root. Water it in the Word of God and see it manifest in your life.

· Your heart is fertile ground for the Word.  Watch what you place in your heart. The devil will always try to have you plant bad seed to chock out the living Word seed.

· Guard your eyes, ears and mouth gates.  This is where the bad seed comes in to destroy what God has planted in you. Pay attention to His Words. Amen!
