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Introduction

· When test, trails and the storms come into our life, we must look first to God for the answer and confess the Word.  

· Don’t allow the situation to take control of you.  Begin to speak positive about how God is going to steer you out of the storm.  

· We must immediately being to speak the end result based upon the Word of God.

· When the storms of life come, don't fear. 

· Jesus has given us the authority to overcome tough times. However, we must have the courage to execute our authority and speak the Word of God even in the midst of storms. 

· The words we speak during the storm will dictate the intensity and duration of the storm.

· Let us look to the scriptures this morning and do what the Word says to do.

(NKJV) Mark 4 35 On the same day, when evening had come, He said to them, “Let us cross over to the other side.” 36 Now when they had left the multitude, they took Him along in the boat as He was. And other little boats were also with Him. 37 And a great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that it was already filling. 38 But He was in the stern, asleep on a pillow. And they awoke Him and said to Him, “Teacher, do You not care that we are perishing?” 39 Then He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the wind ceased and there was a great calm. 40 But He said to them, “Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?” 41 And they feared exceedingly, and said to one another, “Who can this be, that even the wind and the sea obey Him!”

1) As Christians we must know what to do during the storms of life. 

a) Shout… I will past the test.

b) Shout… Storms are here to prove my faith.

c) Storms will make landfall in our lifetime, it’s how we handle the storms that make the difference. 

d) Being hearers and doers of the Word empowers us to endure the storms life. 

i) There is an expected end; we can't give up. 

ii) Use faith, speak the Word and be positive during the storm.   God will get you through.  

e) We are charged to love and bless even our enemies.

(NKJV) Matthew 5 44 But I say to you, love your enemies, bless those who curse you, do good to those who hate you, and pray for those who spitefully use you and persecute you, 45 that you may be sons of your Father in heaven; for He makes His sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on the just and on the unjust. 46 For if you love those who love you, what reward have you? Do not even the tax collectors do the same?
2) Storms do not mean: 

a) God doesn't love you. 

b) God is angry with you. 

i) Don't personalize your storms. 

ii) Use storms as an opportunity to draw closer to God.

3) Storms do mean: 

a) You have the ability to endure and overcome.

b) Shout… I am an overcomer through Christ Jesus.

4) Why do storms come? 

a) Storms come as a result of disobedience. 

b) Storms come as a result of obedience. 

c) Storms come as a result of your connections with certain people.

d) Storms come because without testing you can not be perfected.

5) Operate in the authority of God's Word. 

a) Shout… I will take authority over the storms in my life.

b) Shout… I have the power in tongue to confess life to my life.

(NKJV) Psalm 93 4 The LORD on high is mightier than the noise of many waters, Than the mighty waves of the sea. 

c) To change situations in your life, execute your authority. 

i) Authority is power, capability, or the right to do something. 

d) Speaking words contrary to God's Word hinders your ability to get results.

e) Use your authority to bind things on Earth, and loose the will of God.
(NKJV) Matthew 18 18 “Assuredly, I say to you, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. 19 “Again I say to you that if two of you agree on earth concerning anything that they ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.

f) Any time we agree with God, and ask anything according to His will, it will be done. 

i) God's ability is released when we use our authority. 

ii) God is looking for an army of Believers who will agree with him. 

(1) His power is released when we agree, and speak His Word.

6) Even in the midst of death, Jesus spoke life.  

a) Shout… No matter what I face, I will speak life.

b) Shout… Jesus is setting me up for a miracle. 

(NKJV) John 11 39 Jesus said, “Take away the stone.” Martha, the sister of him who was dead, said to Him, “Lord, by this time there is a stench, for he has been dead four days.” 40 Jesus said to her, “Did I not say to you that if you would believe you would see the glory of God?” 41 Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead man was lying. And Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, “Father, I thank You that You have heard Me. 42 And I know that You always hear Me, but because of the people who are standing by I said this, that they may believe that You sent Me.” 43 Now when He had said these things, He cried with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come forth!” 44 And he who had died came out bound hand and foot with graveclothes, and his face was wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Loose him, and let him go.”

c) When Lazarus was dead for four days, Jesus spoke life concerning the situation. 

i) Because Jesus regularly communed with God, He knew God always heard Him. 

ii) Jesus knew what would happen when He spoke the Word. 

d) If you believe, you will see the glory of God. 

i) Jesus can change any situation in life if we believe.
