Power In The Blood of Jesus (Part 2)

Introduction

· This morning I want to continue teaching about the Power in the Blood of Jesus. 
· Without the Blood of Jesus, our sin would have not been washed away.
· This morning I want to share with you the blood and body of Jesus.
· It is vital that we do not view communion as just another religious practice, but as a significant part of our success as Christians. 
· This morning when we were eating the bread and drinking the juice, symbolically represents eating Jesus’ flesh and drinking His blood. 
· Therefore, we must take communion with an inward attitude of faith, while acknowledging all He is and all He has done for us. 
(NKJV) John 6 47 Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me has everlasting life. 48 I am the bread of life. 49 Your fathers ate the manna in the wilderness, and are dead. 50 This is the bread which comes down from heaven, that one may eat of it and not die. 51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread that I shall give is My flesh, which I shall give for the life of the world.” 52 The Jews therefore quarreled among themselves, saying, “How can this Man give us His flesh to eat?” 53 Then Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you.

1) Jesus wants us to consume all that He and His Word have for us.    

a) Shout…I have the Blood of Jesus in my veins and in my speech.

b) Obviously, Jesus wasn’t speaking literally about eating his flesh and drinking His blood.

i) He wants us to consume everything He is by taking God’s Word and what He has done seriously. Consume all of Him.

ii) Through His Word, we receive the life God has planned for us.  

c) Blood is our life-giving source; only God can manufacture it.

(NKJV) Leviticus 17 11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your souls; for it is the blood that makes atonement for the soul.’

d) The atonement is the compensation, recompense, amends or penance for our souls.

e) The blood of Jesus contains the very life of God.  

i) When we release our faith in the Blood, we obtain victory over the issues we face in life.  

ii) Therefore our faith in His blood should take precedence over all other means and resources we have. The Blood = Life. 

2) How do we eat Jesus’ flesh and drink His blood?  
a) We drink His blood when we receive Him as our Lord. We must begin appropriating the blood of Jesus in our lives daily. 

b) We drink His blood when we take communion. 

c) We drink His blood and eat His flesh when we feed on the Word (read, study, hear and do His Word).

3) Ten results of feeding on the Word of God. 

a) We are transformed into His likeness from glory to glory 

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 3 18 But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.

b) We are purged and cleansed of all sin.

c) We are sanctified and preserved. The feeding of the Word takes care of every spot and wrinkle. 

(NKJV) Ephesians 5 25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, 26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27 that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.
d) We will be strengthened in the inner man by His Spirit.

e) We will have wisdom. The Lord will show us what to do and when to do it.

f) We are given direct, divine instructions concerning the plan of God for our lives.

g) The Holy Spirit warns us of, and leads us away from, danger.

h) We receive the divine ability to act wisely and succeed in all we do.

i) We are loaded with all the goodness of God to be a blessing to others.

j) We are built up greatly and given our own inheritance.

4) What happens when we eat of His flesh and drink His blood? 

a) We live in Him, and He lives in us. 

b) We have His life (eternal life) within us. 

c) We will be raised on resurrection morning. Shout AMEN.

Conclusion

· There is Power in the Blood of Jesus today.  There is wonder working power in the Blood of the Lamb.

· This morning, take the steps to drink the blood and eat the flesh of His Word.  

· Consume all of Jesus.  Feast on what He has done for you and me.

· Blood is our life-giving source; only God can manufacture it. Only God can sustain it!

· When we live in Him, He will live in us.

· Shout…Jesus I thank you for the Blood.  I am being transformed into your image. Your Blood has purged and cleansed of all sin. Your Blood allows me to receive the divine ability to act wisely and succeed in all that I do.  Thank you for the Blood of Jesus.  In your name I pray.  AMEN.
