Introduction

· This morning I want to continue on our series about the Power in the Blood of Jesus.
· The blood removes the sin, the blemishes, the dirt and debris of our life.
· We must consume all of Jesus.  Feast on what He has done for you and me.

· Blood is our life-giving source; only God can manufacture it. Only God can sustain it!

· When we live in Him, He will live in us.

· When we have confidence in the protection of the blood of Jesus, we chase away our fears. 
· Fear is Satan’s weapon against us, and it gives him access to our lives. 
· Every day we hear news reports about various tragedies happening in the world, but when we trust in the power of the blood of Jesus, we are safe from all harm. 
· Let us look to the Word of God this morning. 
(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 10 3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. 4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 5 casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, 

1) The weapons of our warfare are mighty through God.
a) Shout…I have protection in the Blood of Jesus.  

b) Shout…My battles are not in the flesh but in the spirit realm.

c) A stronghold is a place of fortified defense. (Like the Great Wall of China or the Berlin Wall)

d) God has established the blood of Jesus as our stronghold. His blood is a powerful weapon we can use in spiritual warfare. 

i) Because of the blood of Jesus, we have supernatural safety and restoration.

(NKJV) Zechariah 9 11 “ As for you also, Because of the blood of your covenant, I will set your prisoners free from the waterless pit. 12 Return to the stronghold, You prisoners of hope. Even today I declare That I will restore double to you.
ii) We can establish our covering by releasing our faith in the blood through confessions. 

iii) We exercise our authority by speaking faith-filled words concerning our protection by the blood. 

2) The Lord is our refuge and fortress.
(NKJV) Psalm 91 1 He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty. 2 I will say of the LORD, “He is my refuge and my fortress; My God, in Him I will trust.”  3 Surely He shall deliver you from the snare of the fowler And from the perilous pestilence.
4 He shall cover you with His feathers, And under His wings you shall take refuge; His truth shall be your shield and buckler. 5 You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, Nor of the arrow that flies by day, 6 Nor of the pestilence that walks in darkness, Nor of the destruction that lays waste at noonday. 7 A thousand may fall at your side, And ten thousand at your right hand; But it shall not come near you.  8 Only with your eyes shall you look, And see the reward of the wicked.
a) When we have faith in the blood of Jesus, we are inaccessible to the enemy. 

b) Shout…Devil, I am off limits for you!

i) Satan cannot touch us when we are covered by the blood; fear cannot stand against our covering. 

ii) We are hidden in the secret place and covered by the blood of the lamb.

(NKJV) Colossians 3 3 For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.

iii) There is nothing we can trust more than the blood of Jesus. 

c) Bible scholars believe Psalm 91 was written by Moses during the Passover. 

i) A death angel was coming to take the life of the firstborn of each household. 

ii) God instructed His people to place the blood of a lamb on the doorpost so that the death angel would pass over their house.     

iii) This event symbolized the power of the Blood of Jesus.   

3) Remember the name of the Lord.
(NKJV) Psalm 20 7 Some trust in chariots, and some in horses; But we will remember the name of the LORD our God. 8 They have bowed down and fallen; But we have risen and stand upright.  

a) We must trust the Lord completely, acknowledging Him as our only true source.  
b) God is our source.  Everything else is a resource.
c) Trust in the Lord always.
