Introduction

· This morning I want to talk about being redeemed from the curse.

· We do not have to live under the curse of poverty or any other curse if you are a Christian or a Believer. 

· We have been redeemed from the curse of the law through the sacrifice Jesus made on the cross. It was through His death, burial & resurrection.

· Shout…I am redeemed!!!!

· We no longer do we have to tolerate sin, sickness, and spiritual death.

· Lets see what the Word of God has to say this morning.

(NKJV) Galatians 3 13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”), 14 that the blessing of Abraham might come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.

1) Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law. 
a) Through His sacrifice, He made available to us the same blessing God promised Abraham. (The Jews)

b) Shout…I am blessed like Abraham.

c) To be redeemed means to be delivered. 

i) We no longer are in bondage to the curse of the law. 

ii) To be cursed is to be empowered to fail. 

iii) To be blessed is to be empowered to have success. 

iv) We are Abraham’s heirs because we belong to Christ Jesus.

(NKJV) Galatians 3 29 And if you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.

v) Abraham’s blessing included him being made rich by God. 

vi) The word rich means having a full supply.

2) The Law is contained in the first five books of the Bible.   
a) Disobedience still has serious consequences today; however, in the Old Testament the people did not have a Savior to redeem them. 

b) Consequences of disobeying the Law manifested in a three-fold curse: poverty, sickness, and spiritual death.

3) The curse does not come without a cause. 
a) There is a reason why things are not working. 

b) When someone is cursed, they can do all that they know to do and will still fail 

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 28 15 “But it shall come to pass, if you do not obey the voice of the LORD your God, to observe carefully all His commandments and His statutes which I command you today, that all these curses will come upon you and overtake you: 16 “Cursed shall you be in the city, and cursed shall you be in the country. 17 “Cursed shall be your basket and your kneading bowl.  

38 “You shall carry much seed out to the field but gather little in, for the locust shall consume it. 39 You shall plant vineyards and tend them, but you shall neither drink of the wine nor gather the grapes; for the worms shall eat them. 40 You shall have olive trees throughout all your territory, but you shall not anoint yourself with the oil; for your olives shall drop off.

4) Godliness is profitable 
(NKJV) 1Timothy 4 8 For bodily exercise profits a little, but godliness is profitable for all things, having promise of the life that now is and of that which is to come.

a) My God shall supply all of your needs (financial, material, and other areas) according to His riches in glory.   

i) A bad economy does not affect those who are godly and living according to His Word. 

(1) Choose not to participate in the recession or depression.

ii) When we seek Him first, all the things we need are added to us (Matthew 6:31-33). 

iii) Whatever we give or sow will also be given to us (Luke 6:38). 

iv) We tithe (give a tenth of our income to God first) and He keeps the curse at bay 

(NKJV) Malachi 3 10 Bring all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house, And try Me now in this,” Says the LORD of hosts, “ If I will not open for you the windows of heaven And pour out for you such blessing That there will not be room enough to receive it. 11 “ And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, So that he will not destroy the fruit of your ground, Nor shall the vine fail to bear fruit for you in the field,” Says the LORD of hosts;

(NKJV) Proverbs 3 9 Honor the LORD with your possessions, And with the firstfruits of all your increase; 10 So your barns will be filled with plenty, And your vats will overflow with new wine.
Conclusion

· We honor God by allowing His Word to weigh heavy in our lives. 
· Those who honor God are honored by Him; those who do not are empowered to fail.

· Through Jesus’ sacrifice, He made available to us the same blessing God promised Abraham.
· Abraham’s blessing included him being made rich by God. He had a full supply! Lacking nothing.
· To be cursed is to be empowered to fail. 

· To be blessed is to be empowered to have success.
· The curse does not come without a cause.  Something or someone activates the curse.  Your decisions to be disobedient sets the curse to be activated in your life.
· Godliness is profitable.  
· Be like Jesus.  Talk and act and do like Jesus.  Be Godly and not worldly.
· Shout…I am a child of God.  I am redeemed of the curse.  The blood of Jesus covers me.  Godliness is profitable for me.  I choose this day to walk in the Abraham blessing.  I have a covenant connection. I will seek God first and all things will be added to me.  My obedience is the key that opens the lock to all that God has for me.  In Jesus name I pray.  Amen.
