Rule in the Physical Realm

 Introduction
· This morning I want to take the Word of God and show you how to rule in the physical realm. To change what you see before you.
· Shout….I can dominate in this physical realm.

· We must place this in our mindset today. I can rule and dominate in the physical realm.
· Like God, you have the authority and ability to call things that be not as though they were. 
· When you speak what you believe in faith, you can literally change circumstances and situations in your life. 
· Agree with God, speak in faith, and don't allow affliction to affect your speech.
· Let’s look to the Word this morning and begin to rule in this physical realm.
(NKJV) Romans 4 16 Therefore it is of faith that it might be according to grace, so that the promise might be sure to all the seed, not only to those who are of the law, but also to those who are of the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all 17 (as it is written, “I have made you a father of many nations”) in the presence of Him whom he believed—God, who gives life to the dead and calls those things which do not exist as though they did; 

1) God's way of operating is calling things that are not as though they were 
a) Shout…I must speak to my circumstances with the Word of God.

b) God uses what has not manifested to reduce and nullify things that have manifested.

(NKJV) 1 Corinthians 1 26 For you see your calling, brethren, that not many wise according to the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are called. 27 But God has chosen the foolish things of the world to put to shame the wise, and God has chosen the weak things of the world to put to shame the things which are mighty; 28 and the base things of the world and the things which are despised God has chosen, and the things which are not, to bring to nothing the things that are,
c) Everything that can be seen is temporal-subject to change; however, things that cannot be seen are eternal.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 4 18 while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.
i) If you can see it, you can use the Word of God to change it.

(1) You have the authority in your mouth to call forth what you desire to see according to the Word of God.

ii) Do not deny what has manifested; instead, call in what has not manifested.

(1) For example, if you're sick, don't just deny sickness, call in healing.

(2) Denial alone won't resolve the issue or change what can be seen.

2) What you speak demonstrates what you believe 
(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 4 13 And since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, “I believed and therefore I spoke,”we also believe and therefore speak,
a) Doubt is evidence of disagreement with what the Word says.
b) Shout…I will doubt my doubts.
i) God told Zacharias he would have a son, but Zacharias started speaking negative words (Luke 1:13, 18, 19).

(1) What Zacharias said indicated what he believed.

c) Faith is evidence of agreement with what the Word says.

i) Jesus demonstrated what He believed when He spoke to the fig tree.

(NKJV) Mark 11 12 Now the next day, when they had come out from Bethany, He was hungry. 13 And seeing from afar a fig tree having leaves, He went to see if perhaps He would find something on it. When He came to it, He found nothing but leaves, for it was not the season for figs. 14 In response Jesus said to it, “Let no one eat fruit from you ever again.” 
And His disciples heard it.
ii) The tree withered from the roots because Jesus had confidence in what He spoke.

(NKJV) Mark 11 20 Now in the morning, as they passed by, they saw the fig tree dried up from the roots.
d) Just like Jesus, you can speak to circumstances and situations in your life.

3) God knows how to prepare us for the next stage in life.
a) Shout…God prepare me for what you want me to do next in my life.

b) Affliction works for you.

i) Affliction allows you to develop.

(1) The thing that was meant to destroy you should be used as a stepping stone for your development.

(2) Do not faint during affliction.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 4 17 For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory,
ii) Once you are developed, you will rise above the affliction's ability to affect you.

c) Do not allow affliction to affect your speech.
d) You will begin to speak Word to the issues and afflictions and you will rule in this physical realm.

Conclusion

· This morning reflect on what was spoken.  See yourself ruling in this physical realm.

· Put off the old mindsets and place the Word of God in those voids.

· Watch what you speak!

· God's way of operating is calling things that are not as though they were.  This is what we should be doing.  You will see the results!
· Do not deny what has manifested; instead, call in what has not manifested.

· What you speak demonstrates what you believe. 
· Doubt is evidence of disagreement with what the Word says.
· Faith is evidence of agreement with what the Word says.

· Remember, affliction works for you.

· Affliction allows you to develop and change.

· Once you are developed, you will rise above the affliction's ability to affect you.

· Shout…I will rule in the physical realm.  I will use the Word of God to call forth and speak what I can not see today.  I will speak the Word to my life.  I will prosper.  I will grow.  I will succeed.  I will be healthy and wealthy. If I can see it, I can change it with the Word.  What I speak demonstrates what I believe, my faith level.  I choose this day to speak faith filled words. I will rule in this physical realm.  My blessing comes from the source.  I am blessed all the days of my life. I will use my affliction to work for me, to develop and change me. In Jesus name.  AMEN
