Taking The Limits Off Our Thinking
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· Last week we discussed that we must never stop dreaming.  God has placed a dream in our heart, but we must take the 1st step in order to see our dreams come to pass.

· One of the first things we must do to see the Greatness of God and fulfill our dreams is to take the limits off our thinking.  We become what we think. 

· We must line our thinking up with who God say I am and what God say I can do.

· You are not stuck where you are; you have been given the power to change. Change begins in your mind – your thinking.

· One way of removing the limits off our thinking is by practicing meditating on the Word of God in the areas you want to see change. 

· Don’t allow your emotions to be the basis of your change because they are unreliable. The Word of God must be your final authority. 

· The Word will transform your thinking (mindset).

· Let us look to the Word of God this morning.

(NKJV) Romans 12 2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God.

(NKJV) Ephesians 4 22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness.
1) When we renew our mind, change can then take place. 
a) Shout… I must renew my mind in order to take the limits off my thinking.

b) Accept the Word of God as the truth. Change cannot take place until you know the truth of the Word. 

c) Don’t take facts as truth; only accept what the Word of God has said about your situation. 

i) Facts may change, but the truth is the truth.

ii) Things that are seen are temporal; the Word is eternal. 

d) You must get your foundation right. 

i) If your foundation is jacked up, so will your thinking be.

ii) If you have had wrong teaching of the Word, your thinking will be off.

e) If you don’t know the Word, you are always going to be susceptible to being led astray by facts that don’t line up with it. 

f) The one who succeeds is the one who thinks he can.  Change your mindset and you will see your dreams come to pass.

g) How you think about yourself shows up in the words your speak, your actions and your appearance.  If you don’t like what you hear or how you look or how you act, renew your mind daily in the Word of God.

i) The Word of God will change your outlook on life.  Try it!

2) Review, practice and meditate. 

a) Practice thinking, reviewing and meditating on the new thoughts you’ve gotten from reading the Bible. 

i) For example, we all have challenges with getting the words we speak to line up with the Word. You have to meditate on what to say and not to say. 

ii) Identify the changes you want to make in your life. 

b) Practice makes perfect. Keep reminding yourself of what you want to change. Say it out loud to yourself every day and repeat it until it becomes a part of you. 

c) Say what the Word of God says about you.

d) Practice your new thoughts while doing your everyday activities. 

e) You will only see results when you take action. Review your notes and practice what you have learned. 

f) Most people know what they should be doing but simply won’t do it. 

g) The greatest tragedy that happens after every church service is when you fail to do what you have heard. 

(NKJV) James 1 22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.
i) Apply what you learned or you will lose it. Be a doer of the Word, not a hearer only.

3) God desires to show off His Greatness through you.
a) God’s Greatness will shine through you when you take the limits off your thinking.

b) When you meditate on the Word, the evidence of God shows through for all to see.

(NKJV) 1 Timothy 4 15 Meditate on these things; give yourself entirely to them, that your progress may be evident to all.
c) You have to meditate on the Word until you have the understanding you need.

(NKJV) Joshua 1 8 This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. 

d) The devil has no defense against a child of God who knows the Word and remains in faith. 

i) Your dreams can’t be stolen when you know & do the Word!

e) Meditation on the Word, unlocks the shackles of your thinking, takes God out of the box and unleashes His Greatness in your life.
Conclusion 

· Take the limits off your thinking in order for God to show off His Greatness.  His greatness dwells in you.

· Your dreams will be achieved when you remove the limits off God.  We must renew our mind daily.  We must transform our thinking by being a hearer and a doer of the Word of God.

· When we renew our thinking, change can take place. 
· Review what you read in the Word, put it into practice and then mediate on it day and night till it becomes part of your DNA (Spirit Man).
· Mediation on the Word lifts the limits off your thinking.  Mediation on the Word becomes evident in your actions, thinking and what you say.  
· People will take notice and see God working and speaking through you...the will take notice of the Greatness of God.  You can do it!
