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Introduction

· This morning I want to talk with you about the integrity of the Word of God.

· The Word of God if full proof.  The Word when applied to our lives will work every time.  God’s Word never fails.

· Heaven and Earth will pass away, but God’s Word will never pass away; it is eternal. (Forever)

· Transformation takes place in our lives when we make the Word our final authority. (We talked about that last week)

· When the world is crashing down on us, God will have the last Word, if you are a Believer.

· When we learn to honor His Word, giving it priority in our lives, God honors us. 

· This morning, let’s look at the integrity of God’s Word for our lives.

(NKJV) Matthew 5 18 For assuredly, I say to you, till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will by no means pass from the law till all is fulfilled.

(Message) Matthew 5 17-18"Don't suppose for a minute that I have come to demolish the Scriptures— either God's Law or the Prophets. I'm not here to demolish but to complete. I am going to put it all together, pull it all together in a vast panorama. God's Law is more real and lasting than the stars in the sky and the ground at your feet. Long after stars burn out and earth wears out, God's Law will be alive and working.
1) God’s Word is everlasting. 
a) Shout…Jesus, you are the real deal.

b) God’s Word is forever settled in Heaven.

(NKJV) Matthew 24 35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass away.  

i) God inspired people to write the Bible. The truths contained in it were written for our learning.

ii) God’s Word’s are eternal and everlasting.

(NKJV) Romans 15 4 For whatever things were written before were written for our learning, that we through the patience and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope.
c) God has magnified His Word above His name.

d) Man does not survive only by eating physical food, but by every word that proceeds out of the mouth of God.

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 8 3 So He humbled you, allowed you to hunger, and fed you with manna which you did not know nor did your fathers know, that He might make you know that man shall not live by bread alone; but man lives by every word that proceeds from the mouth of the LORD.
e) Shout…Holy Spirit help me to guard my mouth.

f) We should make the Word of God a daily priority in our lives, not simply another source of information. 

g) The Word of God must be our primary source of sustenance. 

i) The Word of God is sweet like something sweet to our taste. 

(NKJV) Psalm 119 103 How sweet are Your words to my taste, Sweeter than honey to my mouth!
ii) The Word is to be searched, found, and consumed.

(NKJV) Jeremiah 15 16 Your words were found, and I ate them, And Your word was to me the joy and rejoicing of my heart; For I am called by Your name, O LORD God of hosts.
2) Babies need milk to grow, we need the spiritual milk of the Word to help us grow spiritually.
(NKJV) 1 Peter 2  1 Therefore, laying aside all malice, all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and all evil speaking, 2 as newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word, that you may grow thereby, 3 if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is gracious.
a) Shout…Jesus the milk of the Word help me grow, but I need the meat of your Word also.

b) We are spiritually mature when we make decisions that agree with the Scriptures. (This is the meat portion of the Word)

i) Our attitudes reflect the level of our spiritual maturity. 

ii) Many times, when people have bad attitudes, it is a clear sign that they have not been feeding their spirits with the Word of God. 

iii) Babies cry when they are hungry. Likewise, people act out when they are spiritually hungry. 

iv) Our bad attitudes and moods indicate we are Word-deficient. 

v) There is a voice behind the Word that gives us answers for every situation we face. 

(1) We must make the connection and be sure we understand the Word. 

3) We should make plans to study the Word of God daily, and learn how to reverence Him.
(NKJV) Deuteronomy 17 19 And it shall be with him, and he shall read it all the days of his life, that he may learn to fear the LORD his God and be careful to observe all the words of this law and these statutes,
a) Shout…God, today I recommit to study your Word daily and consistently.

b) When we search the Scriptures; they testify of God.

c) The Scriptures belong in our hearts. They must penetrate the very core of our being.

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 6 6 “And these words which I command you today shall be in your heart.  

(NKJV) Deuteronomy 11 18 “Therefore you shall lay up these words of mine in your heart and in your soul, and bind them as a sign on your hand, and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes.
Conclusion

· We see that God’s Word is real, eternal and everlasting.

· We know when we apply the Word correctly we get the Biblical result.

· We need the milk of the Word for our foundation in Christ, but soon we must switch over to the meat of the Word.

· I must really take this Word serious.  My faith increases by hearing and hearing by the Word of God.  Place the Word in your Ipod or CD player and have it flow all day.

· Make time each day to study and meditate on the Word of God.  Get serious about Him.

· Place the Word in your heart.  Your mouth will speak what is in your heart.
