The Integrity of the Word of God (Part 2)

Introduction

· This morning I want to finish up on what we talked about last week the integrity of the Word of God.

· The Word of God if full proof.  The Word when applied to our lives will work every time.  God’s Word never fails.

· Heaven and Earth will pass away, but God’s Word will never pass away; it is eternal. (Forever) 
· We see that God’s Word is real, eternal and everlasting.

· We need the milk of the Word for our foundation in Christ, but soon we must switch over to the meat of the Word.

· We must really take this Word serious.  Our faith increases by hearing and hearing by the Word of God. 

· The Bible is not just a history book filled with a collection of personal stories and facts. The Bible is God’s living Word!
· It is alive and full of power. However, we must take God’s Word off the pages of the Bible and plant it in our hearts. 
· When we do, it will live, thrive, and grow within us, producing a great harvest.

· Let’s look at the integrity of the Word of God today.

(NKJV) Hebrews 4 12 For the word of God is living and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.
1) The Word of God is alive and full of power. 
a) Shout…The Word of God has power to change my life.

b) Every Scripture is given by the inspiration of God. People received the Word directly from Him and wrote it down.

i) During the sermon, God will speak to you.  Write it down!

(NKJV) 2 Timothy 3 16 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.
c) Why would God want His Word written in a book? 

i) So we can know His commandments and keep them continually before us. 

ii) Jesus said if we love Him, we will keep His commandments.

(NKJV) John 14 21 He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.” 22 Judas (not Iscariot) said to Him, “Lord, how is it that You will manifest Yourself to us, and not to the world?” 23 Jesus answered and said to him, “If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him. 24 He who does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which you hear is not Mine but the Father’s who sent Me.  

iii) Our ultimate goal should be to conform into the image of Christ. 
iv) The Word of God will transform our thinking which transforms our life.
v) When we read and study God’s Word and the testimonies of those who wrote the Bible, we learn more about God’s character.

2) Jesus’ words are spirit and life. 
a) Shout…His Word makes us spiritual. It dials us into what He is speaking.
(NKJV) John 6   63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing. The words that I speak to you are spirit, and they are life.
b) Many Christians mislead others because they act spiritual. 

i) Although we may behave in ways that seem spiritual, nothing makes us spiritual except knowing the Word of God and living according to Scripture. 
ii) Remember that there is integrity in the Word of God!
iii) Diligently and consistently studying the Word will cause it to live inside of you. (The Word Lives and breathes in us)
iv) When you know the truth, it will make you free.

(NKJV) John 8 31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed. 32 And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
v) Shout…I want to be set free!
3) Allow the Word to guide for your life.
(NKJV) Psalm 119 105 Your word is a lamp to my feet And a light to my path.
a) Shout…Jesus let your Word direct my steps today.

b) Place the Word before you and you will not stumble and fall in life.

c) The Word of God is light to a dark and dying world.

i) Go shine the light of Jesus.

d) God sends forth His Word to heal, save, and deliver us.

(NKJV) Psalm 107 20 He sent His word and healed them, And delivered them from their destructions.
e) Today, the Word of God still heals, saves and delivers.  God’s Word has integrity.

Conclusion

· This morning we see that God’s Word has integrity.  God’s Word is freeing to those that are bound up from this world.
· The Word of God is alive and full of power.  Power to move the mountains in our lives.  

· The Word is alive and has breath.  We must be the Word in action in order to draw people to Jesus.

· The Words of Jesus are spirit and life.  Without them we dry up.

· We must allow the Word of God to guide us in all areas of our life.

· The Word is a light.  Light disperses the darkness.  Walk in the light and you will not stumble and fall.

· Shout…Jesus.  Today I place your Word in my heart.  I am going to be serious about applying your Word in my life.  Jesus the Word of God is powerful, alive, and full of life and your spirit.  Your Word is my guide, my light, my answer when I seek.  Your Word is integrity and it heals, saves and delivers.  I thank you for the Word of God!  In Jesus Name.  Amen!
