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 Introduction

· This morning I want to speak to you about a law that governs abundance.
· There are certain laws like gravity that when put in place work every time.  
· If you jump from a tall building, you will fall. That is the law!
· Law is defined as the following: Binding or enforceable rule: a rule of conduct or procedure recognized by a community as binding or enforceable by authority. Legal system: the body or system of rules recognized by a community that are enforceable by established process.
· Obedience is the key to living the abundant life Jesus died to give us. 
· Obedience is that law that governs, presides over, oversees or administers abundance.
· When we obey God, we connect to His blessings. 
· In the reverse, our disobedience disconnects us from God and His provision. It disqualifies us from the blessings and the abundant life He has for us to live.
· Disobedience produces spiritual and physical poverty. 
· Let us see what the Word of God has to say about the law that governs abundance.
(NKJV) Isaiah 1 19 If you are willing and obedient, You shall eat the good of the land; 20 But if you refuse and rebel, You shall be devoured by the sword”; For the mouth of the LORD has spoken.
1) The qualifiers for the abundant life is being willing and obedient. 
a) To move from poverty to abundance, we must change our thinking. We need to renew our mind on the Word of God.

b) Shout…My thinking must be like God’s thinking!  

i) We must resist lack in our lives by settling in our hearts that it is not God’s will for us to be poor. 

(1) Shout…God is a rich God.

ii) We must begin to say out loud that God does not want us to lack. He wants us to prosper. (Head not the tail)

iii) As we begin to speak faith-filled words, we are renewing our minds. We are changing ourselves on the inside. 

c) We eat the good of the land (blessings) when we are obedient.

d) Blessings flow when we are obedient.  Rebelling brings forth the pain and lack into our life.

2) Adam and Eve’s disobedience caused them to be poor on the inside first, then on the outside.    

a) Shout…Disobedience cuts me off from the source of life.

b) When we no longer have a relationship with God, we become internally poor.   

i) Poverty is a reflection of an internal spiritual condition. 

ii) When we break the law that governs abundance, poverty comes.

(1) When you break the law in the natural you get a ticket that cost you something.  If you speed around a curve and go off the cliff, you may die.  Sometimes breaking the law leads to an early death physically and spiritually.

iii) It is important that we honestly evaluate ourselves spiritually on a daily basis. 

iv) Obedience will guarantee a healthy spiritual life.  It activates the law.

3) Jesus came so that we may have an abundant life.
(NKJV) John 10 10 The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.    
a) Shout…Jesus came that I may have an abundant life. 

b) Our abundant living should overflow into the lives of others. 

i) We are blessed so that we can give to those in need.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 9 8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work. 9 As it is written: “ He has dispersed abroad, He has given to the poor; His righteousness endures forever.”
10 Now may He who supplies seed to the sower, and bread for food, supply and multiply the seed you have sown and increase the fruits of your righteousness, 11 while you are enriched in everything for all liberality, which causes thanksgiving through us to God.

c) We must refuse to have a wrong attachment to money.  Money is a tool to build the Kingdom.   

i) In the Book of Mark, there was a rich, young man who wanted eternal life. 

ii) However, he didn’t want to sell his possessions and follow Jesus. 

iii) He loved Jesus but loved his riches even more.   

iv) The young man trusted in his riches more than he trusted in the Lord (Mark 10:23-24). 

v) It is okay to have riches, but we should never trust in them.  Trust only in the Lord your God! 

d) Anything we give up for Jesus will be returned to us a hundredfold in this lifetime.
(NKJV) Mark 10 29 So Jesus answered and said, “Assuredly, I say to you, there is no one who has left house or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My sake and the gospel’s, 30 who shall not receive a hundredfold now in this time—houses and brothers and sisters and mothers and children and lands, with persecutions—and in the age to come, eternal life.
Conclusion

· When you activate the law that governs abundance, then you receive abundance.

· Obedience is that law that gains you access to the blessings and the abundance of God.

· Abundance is more than money.  You will have an abundant life full of joy, peace, love, finances, friends, etc.  

· A full life that extends to all people you come across.

· In your abundance, you will share with others the good news of Jesus.

· Remember, poverty is a reflection of an internal spiritual condition. 

· When we break the law that governs abundance, poverty comes.
· Poverty affects the inside first then oozes outward.
· Jesus came so that we may have an abundant life.
· Shout…I will activate the law that governs abundance.  Obedience brings me blessings and the abundance. Disobedience disqualifies me from the abundant life. I choose to have a life like Jesus. I declare abundance over my life and my family.  I will be willing and obedient to the Word of God.  I am blessed coming in and blessed going out.  I am the head and not the tail.  I am always increasing.  I am highly favored of the Lord.  I thank you Jesus.  In your name I pray.  Amen.
