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Introduction

· This week I want to discuss the Blood of Jesus. 
· Let me say, without the blood flowing in our body, we are dead.  The blood brings life.
· The Blood of Jesus also brings life to dead situations.
· When people are continually involved in certain sinful lifestyles such as adultery, fornication, homosexuality, deception, and addiction, they often ask themselves, “Why was I born this way?” 
· Each of us is born with certain sin tendencies. 
· However, we can overcome all of them by the Blood of Jesus. 
· But we must first allow Him to come into our hearts so He can change our nature. 
· Let us look to the Word of God and see what its says about the Blood of Jesus.
(NKJV) Psalm 51 1 Have mercy upon me, O God, According to Your loving-kindness; According to the multitude of Your tender mercies, Blot out my transgressions. 2 Wash me thoroughly from my iniquity, And cleanse me from my sin.  3 For I acknowledge my transgressions, And my sin is always before me.  4 Against You, You only, have I sinned, And done this evil in Your sight— That You may be found just when You speak, And blameless when You judge.  5 Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, And in sin my mother conceived me. 

1) Sin, How do I blot it out? 
a) Shout...Jesus, thank you for the blood that cleanses me.

b) David prayed about his sin, iniquity, and transgressions. He asked God to have mercy on him (Psalm 51:1-5) 

i) To sin means to miss the mark. To come up short according to God’s way of doing things.

ii) Iniquity is the sin passed down through family linage that has not been dealt with. (Generational curses is just one of many)

iii) A transgression is a sin committed against someone else. 

c) We were all born sinners. Therefore, we were all born with an inward tendency to commit certain sins.    

i) Iniquity determines the tendency, or the sin, we are most likely to commit.   

ii) However, the tendency does not excuse our sin. It just helps us to understand why we are compelled to commit certain sinful acts.

d) We can change our sinful nature by making Jesus Lord and Savior of our lives (becoming born again).     

i) Becoming a born-again Christian is the first step to becoming a new person. You get a fresh new start!

ii) Jesus died on the cross over 2,000 years ago to set us free from our sinful nature.

e) When we make Jesus our Lord, we switch families. We become children of God instead of children of the devil. We are on the right team.  You are connected to the source.

i) Only our nature (our spirit or the very core of us) is changed when we become Christians. 

ii) We must renew our minds (change our thinking) by agreeing with the Word of God. No Word = No Change

iii) Renewing our minds is a daily process that requires a lifetime commitment. Everyday, everyday, everyday, we must renew our minds in the Word of God.

iv) When our thinking agrees with the Word, we become new creatures in Christ.  

2) We make our habits; then our habits make us.
(AMP) Ephesians 2 1AND YOU [He made alive], when you were dead (slain) by [your] trespasses and sins.  2 In which at one time you walked [habitually]. You were following the course and fashion of this world [were under the sway of the tendency of this present age], following the prince of the power of the air. [You were obedient to and under the control of] the [demon] spirit that still constantly works in the sons of disobedience [the careless, the rebellious, and the unbelieving, who go against the purposes of God]. 3Among these we as well as you once lived and conducted ourselves in the passions of our flesh [our behavior governed by our corrupt and sensual nature], obeying the impulses of the flesh and the thoughts of the mind [our cravings dictated by our senses and our dark imaginings]. We were then by nature children of [God's] wrath and heirs of [His] indignation, like the rest of mankind.

a) When we nourish our minds with the Word, we can tear down thoughts that oppose God. 

b) The Blood of Jesus removes sin like Clorox bleach removes the stains in your clothes. 

c) When we expose ourselves to various media outlets that oppose the Word, such as the news, movies, TV shows, and music, then sin begins to creep back into our lives. 
d) Wrong information, distorted views, and warped concepts cause us to reason and doubt. As a result, a “high” thing is created in our minds.
(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 10 5 casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ,
e) God wants us to be enlightened by His Word. Once we know and understand it, we can live a godly lifestyle.

f) The Blood of Jesus cleans us up dirt in your life so when you read the Word, it has somewhere to adhere to.

3) Take a look at the woman with an issue of blood when she touched the hem of Jesus’ garment and became whole.
(NKJV) Mark 5  25 Now a certain woman had a flow of blood for twelve years, 26 and had suffered many things from many physicians. She had spent all that she had and was no better, but rather grew worse. 27 When she heard about Jesus, she came behind Him in the crowd and touched His garment. 28 For she said, “If only I may touch His clothes, I shall be made well.” 29 Immediately the fountain of her blood was dried up, and she felt in her body that she was healed of the affliction. 30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that power had gone out of Him, turned around in the crowd and said, “Who touched My clothes?” 31 But His disciples said to Him, “You see the multitude thronging You, and You say, ‘Who touched Me?’” 32 And He looked around to see her who had done this thing. 33 But the woman, fearing and trembling, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him the whole truth. 34 And He said to her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well. Go in peace, and be healed of your affliction.” 

a) Shout…I need to reach out and touch Jesus’ garment.

b) We, too, can touch the hem of His garment by engaging in His Word. 

c) We must view the Word of God as being as necessary as food. 

d) Just as our physical bodies need food, our spirit needs the Word of God to survive. 

e) When our spirit is growing, our outlook on life looks different, bright and things become possible.
Conclusion

· When we understand that the Power of Jesus’ Blood sets us free.

· The Power in the Blood of Jesus cleanses us and makes us white like snow.  Without blemish or stain.

· Guilt, condemnation, sickness, disease, generational curses are broken by the Blood of Jesus.

· The old sin nature is destroyed by the Blood of Jesus.

· Each of us is born with certain sin tendencies.

· Shout…Jesus, there is Power in your Blood. My sins are removed by the Blood.  Sickness, disease, lack are removed by the power in the Blood of Jesus.  The Blood removes the stains of life. The Blood of Jesus brings me healing, wholeness, peace, joy, and a new found freedom in Christ.  In Jesus Name we pray.  Amen.
