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Introduction

· This morning I want to talk about the truth.  I want us to get a fresh prospective on the truth and how God views the truth.

· Let me start by saying that there are two kinds of truth in our lives.

· Truth from God’s Word

· Truth from our physical senses. 

· As Christians, we must live by the truth of God’s Word, and reject anything that contradicts His Word. 

· We must not live by our feelings or senses alone, but we must judge everything against the Word of God!  

· The truth must be tested by the Word of God.

· Let us look at the scriptures and see what the Bible says about the truth.


(NKJV) John 8 31 Then Jesus said to those Jews who believed Him, “If you abide in My word, you are My disciples indeed. 32 And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.” 33 They answered Him, “We are Abraham’s descendants, and have never been in bondage to anyone. How can You say, ‘You will be made free’?”


1) There are two kinds of truth in our lives-truth from God's Word, and truth from our physical senses. 

a) Shout…I will believe and act on the truth of God’s Word.

b) Shout…God’s truth in the Word is my final authority.

c) The good fight of faith is against reasoning or sense-truth.

(NKJV) 1 Timothy 6 12 Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, to which you were also called and have confessed the good confession in the presence of many witnesses.
i) Don't allow sense-truth to become greater than the truth of God's Word. 

d) Your senses may seem true: but God's Word is true.

(NKJV) John 17 17 Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth.
i) Satan will use your senses to convince you that God's Word is not true.

(NKJV) Genesis 3 1 Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said to the woman, “Has God indeed said, ‘You shall not eat of every tree of the garden’?”
2 And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat the fruit of the trees of the garden; 3 but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God has said, ‘You shall not eat it, nor shall you touch it, lest you die.’” 
4 Then the serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die. 5 For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 6 So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband with her, and he ate.
(1) Satan will contradict God's Word in an attempt to get you to operate in sense-truth. 

(a) Walking according to the Word of God will keep you from fulfilling the desires of your senses.

(b) The Holy Spirit will lead you, not the senses that seem to be true.

(NKJV) Galatians 5 16 I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
2) Your life must be directed, managed or ruled by the truth of God's Word. 

a) Shout… I give my life to the truth of God’s Word.

b) Shout… I will use the Word of God as my guide, not my senses.

c) Your life should be governed by the Word of God, not your senses. 

i) God gave you senses so you could manage in this world; they should not be exalted over God's Word, and become lord of your life. 

(1) As Believers, we walk by faith; not by sight. 

d) We must submit ourselves to the truth of God's Word; then resist the pressure to be seduced by your senses.

(NKJV) James 4 7 Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you.
i) We must 1st submit. Then resist.  Then the devil will flee.

ii) You may walk by sense-truth, as long as it doesn't contradict Bible truth. 

(1) Reject any sense-truth that contradicts Bible truth. 

Conclusion

· Facts may change but the truth will remain.  God is the same yesterday, today and forever.  If He said it, He did not change His mind on it.  It must be the truth!

· God cannot lie.  So all the Word is the truth.  We must rely on the spirit man and not on the flesh man to walk in the truth.

· Rely on the Holy Spirit to lead you.

· This morning the Word should be our final authority.  It has been tested and has not failed for over 2000+ years.
· When we walk in the spirit, we won’t fulfill the lust of the flesh.  Remember that the devil is a liar.  He is out to get you off track like he deceived Eve.  
· The reason why so many of us are off course, drifting and not walking in the abundance of the Word is because we have trusted the wrong truth!
· Know the Word then you know the truth.
