Tune In To What God Is Saying

Introduction

· This morning I want to have you tune in to what God is saying.  I want you to get your spirit ears tuned into the frequency that God is speaking on.

· Touch your neighbor and say can you hear God yet?  

· God wants us as Christians, Believers in Christ Jesus to tune into what He is saying.

· God use the Holy Spirit to speak into your life.

· He speaks to those who belong to Him and communicates in specific details. 

· This morning, you must believe you hear the voice of God, by faith. 

· We can hear from God when we train our spirit by fellowshipping with God, practicing His presence, and obeying Him in the small things He tells you to do. 

· We are going to look to the Word of God this morning and tune in, dial in and take notice to what God is saying to us through the scriptures. 
(NKJV) John 10 22 Now it was the Feast of Dedication in Jerusalem, and it was winter. 23 And Jesus walked in the temple, in Solomon’s porch. 24 Then the Jews surrounded Him and said to Him, “How long do You keep us in doubt? If You are the Christ, tell us plainly.” 25 Jesus answered them, “I told you, and you do not believe. The works that I do in My Father’s name, they bear witness of Me. 26 But you do not believe, because you are not of My sheep, as I said to you. 27 My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me. 28 And I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone snatch them out of My hand. 29 My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of My Father’s hand. 30 I and My Father are one.”
1) God’s sheep hear His voice.
a) Let me state some foundation this morning. 

i) Man is a tripart being. 

ii) You are a spirit who possesses a soul and lives in a physical body. 

b) Your spirit is what God uses to guide you.

(NKJV) Proverbs 20 27 The spirit of a man is the lamp of the LORD, Searching all the inner depths of his heart. (Literally the rooms of the belly)

c) What I am saying is, if you belong to God, you should be able to hear His voice. 

d) Shout…I will hear the voice of the Lord and do what He asks me to do.

e) In order to hear God's voice, you must believe He wants to speak to you and that you can hear Him. 

i) Everything in the Kingdom of God operates by faith. 

(1) You are saved through faith. (NKJV) Ephesians 2 8 For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God,
(2) Faith comes by hearing the Word of God preached. (NKJV) Romans 10 17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.
2) God spoke to people in the Bible with specific details. 

a) Shout…If God did it once with anybody; He will do it for me. 

i) You are supposed to hear God's voice. 

b) God spoke to Adam and told Him not to eat of the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil (Genesis 2:16, 17). 

c) God spoke to Noah in specific details (Genesis 6:12-22). 

i) He gave Him specific instructions about how to build the ark. 

ii) Noah was able to hold fast to the Word He heard from God because He knew without a shadow of a doubt God spoke to Him. 

iii) Knowing you heard from God will keep you grounded when circumstances challenge your faith. 

d) Abraham received specific instructions from God. 

i) God instructed Abraham to leave his country and family (Genesis 12:1, 2). 

ii) Abraham was instructed to kill his son, but then God directed him not to sacrifice Isaac (Genesis 22:1-16). 

iii) You must know how to hear from God if you are to be led into the perfect will of God for your life.

3) Train your hearing by practicing the presence of God. 

a) Shout…Jesus; open my deaf ears so I can hear you!

b) Spend time talking to God like you would a friend. 

c) Pray in the Spirit to sharpen your spiritual hearing. 

d) Fellowship with God when you are alone. 

e) Meditate on God's Word on a regular basis. 

i) God's voice will always echo His Word.

4) Obeying God in the little things ensures He can trust you when He speaks to you about bigger things. 

a) How many of us want to do bigger things for God?

b) You become proficient in hearing from God the more you obey Him when He speaks to you. 

c) People ask me these three questions when they hear something from God: 

i) "Was that me?" 

ii) "Was that God?" 

iii) "Was that the devil?" 

d) The devil will never tell you to do something to increase the Kingdom of God, i.e., giving money, time or talents. 

e) God will often speak to you to do things that are out of your comfort zone, or don't make sense to your natural mind. 

f) Whatever God tells you to do will require faith and trust in Him. 

i) You must be faithful where you are so you can move to your next level. 

g) God will continue to speak to you when you are obedient. 
i) Obedience brings blessings.
Conclusion

· Tune into what God is speaking.

· When God speaks, be obedient and do what He says to do.
· Spend time with God.  Read His Word daily and meditate on the scriptures.  
· Get to know the voice of your Shepard Jesus.
· If sheep know the voice of the master, so can we. 
· If God spoke details to men and women of the Bible, He will speak to you.
· Remember that it takes time to listen. Don’t be in a hurry to do your own thing.  God wants to speak greatness into your life.
· Spend alone time with God.  Fellowship with Him.  When you want to get to know someone, you spend time with him or her.  You listen and hear.
· God wants to do the same with you this morning.  Tune into Him with your spirit man. (Take a moment to talk with God this morning!)
