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Introduction

· This week I want to finish our series on winning in battle.

· Last week we looked at that you may be pushed, pressed and persecuted, but you are not broken.  You are whole in Christ Jesus.

· In order to win in battle we should not murmur or complain.  You give the devil to much ground.

· We must get the revelation that we win in every battle.  Know your position in Christ. You are an overcommer.

· Practice what you have learned.  Do the Word of God.

· Be confident that the Word works every time. 

· Battles are inevitable; however, victory is assured for the Believer. 

· The leadership of the Holy Spirit, and the specific instructions He gives us concerning the battles we are facing, will cause us to be triumphant.

· Let us look at what the Word of God has to say about winning in battle.

(NKJV) 2 Corinthians 2 14 Now thanks be to God who always leads us in triumph in Christ, and through us diffuses the fragrance of His knowledge in every place.

(AMP) 2 Corinthians 2 14But thanks be to God, Who in Christ always leads us in triumph [as trophies of Christ's victory] and through us spreads and makes evident the fragrance of the knowledge of God everywhere,

1) Our victory is based on our knowledge of God.
a) Do you know Jesus this morning?

b) Shout…My victory is directly connected to my knowledge of God.

c) Our victory is obtained through spending time in the Word of God.

i) It is the Word that builds your faith to overcome anything!

d) What is on the inside of you will determine the degree of victory you experience in your life.

i) A lack of the Word inside you will determine your defeat. (Build up the Word of God in your life)

ii) When your Word level is low, you will make bad decisions.

iii) The Word provides spiritual strength, just like food provides strength for your physical body. (Popeye & Spinach)

iv) Knowledge induces strength, and strength produces victory.

1. God will always cause us to triumph.

2) When led by the Holy Spirit, He guides us in victory.
a) We have been equipped with the spirit of might.

i) Might is the anointing needed for battle.

b) Knowledge of God’s Word activates the spirit of might.
c) Those who have intimate knowledge of God will be able to do exploits 
(NKJV) Daniel 11 32 Those who do wickedly against the covenant he shall corrupt with flattery; but the people who know their God shall be strong, and carry out great exploits.
i) Exploits are things that are not possible to accomplish in our own ability.

ii) The Holy Spirit was sent to lead and guide us into our inheritance.

(NKJV) 1 Corinthians 2 9 But as it is written: “ Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, Nor have entered into the heart of man The things which God has prepared for those who love Him.”  10 But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.

(1) The Holy Spirit will reveal to us the blessings we have a right to.

(2) He will lead us into victory.

(3) We must have intimate knowledge of God’s Word and allow the Holy Spirit to speak specific instructions to us.

(4) Our principle way of escape has its roots in what the Lord has spoken.

3) Our faith is the victory that conquers the world (sickness, poverty, bondage, and pressure)
(AMP) 1 John 5 4For whatever is born of God is victorious over the world; and this is the victory that conquers the world, even our faith.
a) Shout…I need faith to win; my faith will bring results. 
b) Faith is a practical expression of the confidence you have in God and His Word.
c) Every attack in life is an attack on your faithfulness.   BE FAITHFUL!
d) You will not have to endure anything God has not already empowered you to go through.
i) How will you develop if you don’t have battles to conquer?
ii) Call yourself the winner before the battle begins.
e) This is what it means to call those things that be not as though they already are.
4) Many times we confuse knowing about God with knowing Him personally. 
a) This morning, do you know Him through intimate experience and a personal relationship?  
b) Establish oneness with God and His Word. 
c) The Word should become a part of you; that is when your victory is assured. 
i) This separates you from the religious people!
5) The Lord is strong and mighty in battle 
a) We said earlier that might is the anointing for battle. 
i) You cannot separate the Holy Spirit from the anointing.
ii) When the anointing of wisdom, understanding, counsel, power, knowledge, and the fear of the Lord are upon you, burdens will be removed and yokes will be destroyed. 
iii) Might is the power to get the job done; we already have it in us. 
b) Might and wisdom work together.
(NKJV) Matthew 13 53 Now it came to pass, when Jesus had finished these parables, that He departed from there. 54 When He had come to His own country, He taught them in their synagogue, so that they were astonished and said, “Where did this Man get this wisdom and these mighty works? 

i) People recognized two attributes of Jesus—His wisdom and might. 
ii) Wisdom is the divine knowledge you receive when you do not know what to do.
iii) Might is also the power to put wisdom to work.  
6) There is a switch that turns might on in our lives. 
a) Might is released through the knowledge of the Word of God. 
i) It is the revealed knowledge that comes directly from Heaven. 
ii) In other words, it is the rhema, or spoken, Word of God. 
iii) The gates of Hell cannot win against revelation knowledge. 
iv) Are you willing to spend enough time with the Word until you get revelation knowledge?
Conclusion

· You are to win in battle every time.

· You have the victory. It is connected to the amount of knowledge of the Word you have in you.

· The Holy Spirit leads you.  Follow Him and not your own mindset.

· We have been equipped with the spirit of might.

· Might is the anointing needed for battle.

· Knowledge of God’s Word activates the spirit of might.
· The Holy Spirit will give us information, the secrets of God to help us win in battle.  He guides us to the winning plan if we follow it.
· Our faith is the victory that conquers the world.
· The devil tries to rob your faith to steal your victory in battle.
· Might is the power to get the job done; we already have it in us. 
· Might and wisdom work together.

· Might is released through the knowledge of the Word of God.

· Shout…I win in battle.  Every time I win in battle.  Holy Spirit, I will take direction from you.  I will follow what you tell me.  My knowledge of God is increasing daily.  I am mighty and strong in battle.  I am anointed and appointed of God to have the VICTORY. God speak to me today.  I am a winner.  Devil, you are defeated.  My faith is increasing.  I will not lose.  I win. I win. I win!   Amen.
